Parish Maintenance Update
Tyres and cars left on the grass verge of The Old Nursery Site at Norton Lane/A2 belonging to the Repair Shop at Norton Garage were reported to the KCC Inspector again. The inspector has once more spoken to the owner of the repair shop. He advised that they will  receive endorsements and fines if they continue to park cars on the verge. No cars have been parked on the verge recently.
One of the street light lamp posts in Lewson Street is no longer working. C.Mitchell Ltd  have been contacted and they have repaired the light.   They have also upgraded the bulbs to LED lanterns which are fitted with isolators. 

A request was made to KCC regarding the missed surface dressing that was laid commencing at Norton Lane/A2. i.e. the side of the garage and into Norton Lane. They have declined to lay the dressing stating that the entrances are in use.  The PC replied that the turning to Lewson Street via the lane is also in constant use and yet the dressing was still laid in front of the turning.  KCC still declined to rectify the situation. 

Norton Lane was closed from A2 to Lewson Street turning on 10th May due to a water leak in the road outside of Norton Court. 

Provender Lane was closed from 5th June for 5 days due to water pipe repairs 

National Highways advised of a temporary road closure of Straight Hill Norton 26th Aug -5th Sept.,

Due to replacing telegraph poles UK Power Network generators were placed at the following locations 
A2 / Norton Lane.  Provender Lane.  Footpath in the Orchard from the corner of Lewson Street and 
The Plough public house car park. They have now been removed.
