Minutes of the Annual Meeting of the Council

1. ELECTION OF CHAIRPERSON AND VICE CHAIRPERSON FOR THE COUNCIL YEAR 2026/27

4. REVIEW of PREVIOUS ACTION POINTS
Action Points to be reviewed in depth at next meeting

5. PUBLIC FORUM 

The chairperson will invite any members of the Public in attendance to ask questions or make statements. 
a) Rats in the field, can anything be done?
b) Playground – Upgrade/repair is an ongoing action point; seeking financially acceptable solution.
c) Dog poo bin by field. Cllr Porter proposed to sponsor bin with dog poo bags. AP 2026/05_1: Cllr Jarred and Cllr Porter to follow up and investigate process and costs for maintain such service.
d) Streetlight not working; reported to KCC however they state it doesn’t exist. Cllr Porter to investigate with KCC.
e) The SID speed monitor is obscuring the view up/down the road inhibiting Speedwatch. AP 2026/05_2: Cllr Jarred to review with Speedwatch team
f) John has had ongoing challenges with KCC over gritting routes; to be raised at upcoming meeting
g) Salt bins – AP 2026/02_2; Cllr Jarred to raise with upcoming meeting with KCC.
h) Steps by 40 -> 30 Mph area are decaying and overgrown on the path making it dangerous right by road. Was installed by Beechgrove originally.
i) Extra SID; AP was closed as unnecessary. Clerk to re-open case and send to Cllr Williams (2025/09_10)

6. FINANCE

Finances have been compiled for 2025-26 and currently being audited before a VAT rebate claim to be submitted. The Precept has been received on the 8th April 2026 for £14,050.
The last month has had outgoings of £2456.10.

7. COUNCILLORS REPORT

Cllr Porter delivered her report with 3 main points.
· KCC received £865K funding from the Arts Council England for the Turners Contemporary centre in Margate.
· Folkestone Remembrance way to re-open after preparation of repairs due to landslip which has closed it for more than 2 years.
· A299 Thanet way with a series of resurfacing works; the road will experience closures in June/July with restricted speed whilst work ongoing.
