  4/16/96   	Correspondence regarding Tom’s Bench
Clerk wrote to Mrs Miller to ask for a breakdown and time scale of when the verge and landscape at the bench would be reinstated.  Mrs Miller responded on 30th April.  Action, all agreed to update on the area in Full Council June 13th 2016.

  4/16/97  	Highways.

1. Update on Crash Barrier – Still no update, Clerk chasing.
1. Update on Huntington Lane flooding from Lady’s Well -
Rick and Jane Hailey cleared an area in front of the Well and put a temporary cover over the drain. TWC need to clear a ditch from the Well down the verge, Drain cover needed. Action, Clerk to report and chase.
a. Verge Erosion along Buldwas lane – Still no update, discussed to have bollards/Barrier put in place to protect the verge.  Action Cllr Hutchison and Cllr Lees to contact Adrian Corney TWC and chase.

b. 30 mph limit signs on spout lane – Action: Clerk to chase again to get a new sign.

c. Quiet Lane update – Matt Powell TWC will be attending Full Council June 13th to discuss Quiet Lanes: Clerk to arrange a time of 7pm.

d. Parking at the Wrekin – The Police have been called on many occasions to the chaotic parking at the Wrekin and had presented vehicles with tickets, Cllr Esp noticed a sign being put up for a running event about to take place and no parking provisions had been made even though the current parking was full and overloaded onto the double yellow lines.  Action It was discussed for the clerk to write to the Shropshire Wildlife Trust to ask them to open their car park.

e. Road eroding on Willowmoor Bank – The Verge has eroded due to drain not being cleared and the water is rushing off eroding the area, this was reported by Cllr Esp to Phil Rorenz and he reported to Highways, and the Clerk also reported on 18th April but the problem still needs action.  Action: awaiting answer on I-166082

c. Swanpool Footpath – Footpath eroded over winter months with rainwater runoff, Cllr Lees spoke to Andrew Careless and Adrian Corney about digging out a trench, awaiting update.

d. Mine shaft at New Works – Email from Anton Fix (UK Coal) saying that they have taken over the site restoration and will fill in the mine shaft hole also removing all the bales.
