260102 Minutes of the previous meeting held on Tuesday November 18th 2025 - The minutes were proposed by W Holtom and Seconded by A Howard, C Brash duly signed them.
260103 Members of the public. – As per Babworth Parish Council’s Standing Orders: 










a)  Any elector within the parish may put a question to the meeting about a matter for which the council has a responsibility or which affects the parish.

b)  An elector seeking a response to a question at the meeting must give the clerk at least 5 clear days before the 
meeting.

c)  Questions will not be received by the council which are furtherance of a person’s individual circumstances or which are about a matter where there is a right of appeal to the courts, a tribunal or government minister.

d)  A question will not be received by the council where the issue it concerns has been the subject of a decision of the council in the last 6 months.

e)  An elector putting a question may speak for no more than 1 minute.

f)  A maximum of 15 minutes will be allowed for public questions.

g) No discussion shall take place on any question put.  Where practical, the `Chair` may respond to the question or indicate that a written response will be made.

h)  Where notice of a question has been given, a reply may be given orally at the meeting by `The Chair`, or a person nominated by `The Chair`, or a written reply given to the elector.

a. Babworth Green – valuation - A Howard reported that he had discussed the situation with Brown & Co. who had advised that it would be very difficult to value the piece of land known as Babworth Green. A Howard is to speak to another professional regarding valuation and potential sale. The council stated that the home owners could be approached to see if they are interested in purchasing the Green from the Parish Council and how much they would be willing to pay as if they aren’t interested then no sale would occur.
b. Village Sign – Babworth - funding applied for – A Lilley stated she hadn’t as yet had a response.
260106 Finance 
a. Precept setting. The council were in agreement to increase the precept by 4% to £27.36 per household. This included keeping the Clerk on 4 hours per week. R Ashton proposed this and C Brash seconded this. A Lilley to contact BKV to confirm that they are competing in Britain in Bloom again this year.

260108 Parish matters and maintenance; -
a. Grass Cutting Ranby Village 2026 – payment as per last year – the grass cutting will now be paid directly to C Hebdon as this is now separate from the Best Kept Village. C Hebdon to provide a copy of his insurance before mowing commences for the 2026 season. 
b. Babworth Green- grassed area – valuation – see above
c. Babworth Sign – awaiting decision
d. Canal access - R Ashton discussed the canal access for parishioners through the village hall grounds. It had been noted that a gate had been installed which meant that a long-standing canal access for parishioners who walk/walk their dogs has now been removed. Cllr D Pulk stated that if it can be evidenced that historically the area in question had been used to access the canal then it could become a public right of way.  W Holtom stated that the gate had been installed to prevent unwanted vehicles parking in the carpark but understood that the knock-on effect to parishioners may not have been anticipated. The council discussed the potential to allow access at the far end of the village hall land as this access was less steep. It was agreed that a walk in daylight may help work out the best area to allow access. W Holtom stated he would take the comments back to the committee to see if access can be reinstated.
e. It was reported that the pot holes in the village are terrible and requested a visit from highways to highlight the areas of concern, A Lilley to contact S Hird.
