Minutes of the Parish Council’s Meeting held on Wednesday, 24th January 2018 at Stoke-upon-Tern Village Hall starting at 7.30 pm.

RAF Shawbury: Corporal Alex Otley

1.18. Welcome and Public Session: 
The Chairman welcomed members, RAF Shawbury and two Parishioners to the Parish Council meeting.  Corporal Alex Otley the RAF liaison officer updated the Parish Council on activity at the base and across the area during this the RAF’s 100th year; and that the decision to move forward with the community project at the Church/Millennium Green has been agreed for the 25th April 2018. RAF Shawbury trainees would complete their course community project there and the day would run from 8.30am to 4.30pm and Cllr P Waters and Cllr K Newby have agreed to repair the broken fence on the site. A Parishioner then raised concerns about the Springhill Farm application which had been withdrawn but that activity without permission was still taking place on the site to prepare it for the game birds. Members agreed that the enforcement section at Shropshire should be notified and that contact is made with Prees Parish Council with reference to a similar operation at Fauls Green.  The Parishioner also raised that the street light at the junction of Warrant Road and Chapel Lane was not working; Cllr Mrs S Bartram agreed to find out the column number. 
The Chairman thanked the Parishioner and the RAF for their contributions during the session.
There being no items the Chairman closed the Public Session and thanked those who had contributed.
2.18. Co-options:
Members had received details from Lynn Bearman of 30, Warren Park, Warrant Road who is interested in being co-opted onto the Parish Council. After due consideration Cllr P Waters moved and Cllr K Newby seconded that Lynn Bearman be co-opted onto the Parish Council which members unanimously agreed.

4.18. Disclosures of Personal and Prejudicial Interest:

5.18. To approve the minutes of the meetings, 8th November 2017.

Cllr K Newby proposed and Cllr Mrs S Bartram seconded that the minutes of the 8th November 2017 were a true and accurate record of the meeting .The minutes were then unanimously agreed and signed by the Chairman, subject to the following amendment to read ‘height of the river’ at  minute 98.17.2.
6.18. Matters arising from the minutes:

7.18. Potential projects at Wollerton Countryside site.
Members agreed to include in the precept £500 annually for the development of projects around the countryside area at Wollerton that engaged volunteers and visitors in activities and that the Clerk liaise with Hodnet Parish Council and the Countryside service at Shropshire about the potential project support. 
8.18. Task force update Clive Barracks, Tern Hill.

The Chairman indicated that an update meeting would be held on Friday 26/1/18 at the Barracks with all partners. A request had been made from Shropshire to provide an updated slide of information on the Neighbourhood Plan for the meeting. This request has been processed via the Parish Council’s Consultant.
9.18. Neighbourhood Plan update.
Update/Recap of the Stoke Upon Tern Neighbourhood Development Plan January 2018. Recent Milestones have included: 
· The draft policies were reviewed by Shropshire Council, providing and advice and support on how to best develop the policy and neighbourhood plan. 
· The Neighbourhood Plan Steering Group prepared the final draft Neighbourhood Plan Summer 2017. 
· The Neighbourhood Plan Steering Group undertook a training workshop on the Regulation-14 process. 
· With support from Shropshire Council, the Neighbourhood Development Plan was screened in autumn 2017 with a negative screening opinion. 
· Regulation-14 Consultation was undertaken Autumn/Winter 2017 
· Currently the Neighbourhood Plan Steering Group are considering all the responses received from Regulation-14 and preparing the changes and responses to those. 
· The draft Consultation Statement is being prepared at present and once the final amendments have been made to the Neighbourhood Plan following Regulation-14 the Basic Conditions Statement will be prepared. 
·  It is anticipated that the Stoke Upon Tern Neighbourhood Development Plan will be formally submitted together with its accompanying documents to Shropshire Council in March 2018
The steering group is due to meet again on Monday 19/2/18 to progress outstanding actions.
10.18. Cemetery developments.
An internal meeting had been called in early February 2018 to review progress on the internal review of the allocation of the CIL held by Shropshire that relates to projects within the Place Plan. Some initial feedback on the Parish Councils expression of interest application for nine thousand pounds was that it needed to be ‘beefed’ up in terms of what had already been allocated and spent on the site. This updating on the application would take place during the coming week for an early re-submission.
11.18. Highway Maintenance: The following highway issues were raised by members:
1. The Mirror at Langley Dale was raised again by members.
Members were encouraged to contact Highways directly with their highway concerns through EMnortheast@shropshire.gov.uk, 
12.18. Financial Matters: 
1. 18/19 Percept: Members attention was drawn to papers previously circulated in terms of the budget making process and some of the pressures building up in terms of additional commitments and desirable projects. The election costs, dealing with the Japanese knotweed, radar speed signs, data protection, cost of the land valuation for the site the Village Hall stands on, notice board for the Glebe field, and the Wollerton site; this is coupled with the withdraw of the Environment grant by Shropshire within their budget and the potential purchase of the land Ollerton pound (a listed building) stands on. Members having due regard to these pressures (approx eight thousand pounds).     Cllr K Newby proposed and Cllr Mrs S Bartram seconded and all agreed a two thousand pound increase in the precept to £16,000 for 18/19 to allow the projects to be developed over a four year time frame. Members also agreed that the Clerk looks to develop an Awards for All lottery programme to enhance the Community Champions programme across the Parish as a whole. 
2. Payments & Income: The payments for approval (set out below) and bank reconciliation paper were tabled, signed and agreed. Members also agreed to renew the mowing contract with KG Landscaping for the 2018 season and for the Clerk to attend the SALC training on new audit requirements.

13.18. Planning Issues:  
1.  Mill Lane, Eaton upon Tern: fencing. This site has remained a problem for a number of years, members have received updates at various stages during that time and the subject has again been raised by a local Parishioner. The Parishioner has been able to pass on the name of the site owner (but not the address)  this information has been missing to date but may allow the follow up by enforcement, members agreed to this new information being forwarded to Shropshire.
2. 17/404950/FUL: Spring Hill Farm, Warrant Road: Change of use of agricultural land to land for breeding game birds. (withdrawn).

3. 17/04913/OUT Land adjacent to ‘Two Oaks’ Rosehill Road, Stoke Heath.
 Object on the following grounds:

That the proposed dwelling stable and garage would be inappropriate on the site and would be ‘shoe-horned’ and wedged into the site. The case officer has “suggested that you have the dwelling as close as reasonable to relate to the existing dwellings along the road frontage”, this is not physically possible with the proposed footprint of the dwelling due to the narrowness of the site. Hence the proposal is unsuitable for the site. The oak tree is not within the applicant’s site but is adjacent to ‘Two Oaks’ property.


 

4. 17/06114/FUL: Newcott Tern Hill change of use from agricultural land to lorry park (no objections)

2. Cllr Mrs S Bartram informed members the newsletter was ready for delivery.

3. Members agreed that Cllr K Newby be authorised to contact the owners of the land that the pound stands on in Ollerton to establish the principal for valuation and then potential purchase of the site to facilitate urgent access and improvement works to the listed building via potential grant aid from Heritage Lottery and English Heritage.
