                      Proposal: Demolition of dwelling; proposed dwelling with 

                      detached garage (further revised scheme)
                      After discussion and consideration of all of the facts, Cllr 
                      Thomas-Foxley proposed that an objection to this application be 

                      submitted on the following grounds. 
                      1) The revised plans for the dwelling represents significant

                      overdevelopment of the existing site. The increased layout and 

                      density (Mass) are considered inappropriate for the size of the 

                      site due to the cantilevering of the upper storey which also 
                      changes the roof shape. It is also likely to be overbearing to the

                      properties in the surrounding area and it is considered 

                      unnecessary to have a development of this scale in this location

                      2) Some of the materials are considered to be inappropriate and

                      out of keeping with other properties within the area, particularly

                      the use of metal cladding on the exterior.

                      3) It is also considered that adjacent properties will suffer from a

                      loss of privacy and light due to the increased scale of the

                      dwelling. Although the balcony is shaded from the adjacent 

                      neighbour, it now causes loss of light to their whole front aspect.

                      4) The Parish Council would also like to point out that Island 

                      Roads are not in a position to support or object to planning 

                      applications, as is documented in their comments with regard to 

                      this application. Their only remit should be to comment on the 
                      effect that the development may have on the highway. This was 

                      seconded by Cllr Kalaher and agreed unanimously by the

                      members.

                     After discussion and consideration of all of the facts, Cllr

                     Thomas-Foxley proposed that an objection to this application

                     be submitted on the following grounds:

                     1) The potential negative impact on the local 
                     infrastructure. This includes the traffic plan and the massive 

                     impact on areas such as Westridge Crossroads, Brading Road, 

                     Bullen Road and Bullen Village. Westridge Crossroads should

                     be made into 3 lanes to enable the left lane to turn left, the

                     middle lane to go straight on and the 3rd lane to enable turning

                     right onto Bullen Road. This would avoid the cars waiting for the

                     lights to change holding up the traffic to the rear. There is also 

                     concern over the wider impact on Schools, medical and 

                     emergency services.

                     2) Drainage – the members also expressed concern that local 

                     sewers and sewage disposal remain at capacity and this will 

                     significantly increase the likelihood of flooding in an area already

                     susceptible to regular serious flooding.
