(a) Play area - Monthly inspections
Weekly Inspection Report forms were distributed to those Members next on the rota.

(b) Play area – re-development project
Mr Jack reported that signed contracts had been exchanged between Grantscape for a grant of £17,886.00 and HAGS-SMP Ltd the agreed work to be undertaken regarding the re-development of the play area.

The Clerk highlighted a potential ‘cash flow’ problem arising from the need to pay the VAT on the contractors invoices in advance of the Parish Council being able to re-claim it back from HMRC. Depending on the timing of these events, the Clerk recommended that it would be prudent to request a short term overdraft facility from Barclays Bank.

It was agreed that the Clerk should make such a request.
