


[bookmark: _GoBack]MINUTES OF WOORE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING
Monday 9th July 2018
Held at Woore Victory Hall


PRESENT:
Cllr M. Cowey (Chairman), Cllr A. Allison, Cllr H. Blake, Cllr M. Blake, Cllr. K. Chell, Cllr K. Davies and Cllr G. Irwin.

IN ATTENDANCE:
Ms C. Bedson, Tree and Footpath Warden, Shropshire Cllr. R. Aldcroft (present only for part of the Meeting) and Ms S. Pimlott, Clerk to the Parish Council (PC). 

PUBLIC
6 members of the public attended the meeting. They were: J. Clarke, G. Idens, J. Idens, J. Idens, H. Lightfoot and J. Roberts. 

18080 APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE
Cllrs A. Ford (Vice Chairman), J. Higgin and J. Mitchell had sent their apologies for being unable to attend for personal reasons. It was unanimously resolved to accept those apologies. 

18081 DECLARATIONS OF PECUNIARY INTERESTS 
There were no such declarations. In respect of Agenda Item 18086, the Clerk had, at previous PC Meetings, granted dispensations to all Cllrs in respect of any discussions about HS2 which the PC might conduct at is Meetings until the next Annual Meeting of the PC in May 2019
 
18082 OPEN FORUM
(1) [bookmark: _Hlk519506338]The Chairman asked whether any members of the public wished to speak concerning matters on the Agenda. Mrs J. Roberts said that she had read HS2’s response to the House of Commons Select Committee’s First Special Report of Session 2017-19. She had noticed that, in that response, mention was made of HS2 having agreed to create  haul routes / temporary roads in certain areas in order to alleviate the effect of HS2’s construction traffic. She suggested that the PC and the Woore Parish Action Group might need to consider whether they should change their position from opposing any HS2 construction traffic going along the A roads through the Parish to asking HS2 to create such a haul route / temporary road in the Parish in order to avoid the centre of Woore. Cllr Irwin said that she had already raised such a matter in her personal capacity with HS2 and HS2 had agreed to consider it and get back to her. It was noted that any haul route / temporary road would benefit many people in the Parish but not everybody. 

The Chairman asked whether any members of the public wished to speak concerning matters not on the Agenda. Cllr Chell raised an issue about for how long water would be being taken out of the Parish by tanker by the water companies. Parish. It was commented that the water was being used to alleviate a shortage in Crewe and Nantwich, that the period for taking out such water had been fixed at seven days and that that period had already expired.
18083 TO APPROVE AND SIGN THE MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 11TH JUNE 2018
It was resolved to approve these Minutes, subject to the eighth line of the Minute relating to Agenda Item 18069(c) being amended by replacing the word
“walk” with the word “ride”.

18084 REPRESENTATIVES’ REPORTS
(a) Victory Hall – Cllr H. Blake reported that the Victory Hall is having an open day on Sunday 5th August (between 2.00 and 4.00pm) to enable parishioners to discover what facilities it offers.  It was agreed that the PC would advertise this event on its website and on its noticeboards.

(b) Movable and Stationary Vehicle Activated Signs (MVAS) – Cllr M. Blake reported that SC’s contractors have agreed to repair the MVAS which they had broken. The sign will not be operative whilst the repairs are carried out. Cllr Bake reported that SC had now indicated that it would not be possible to install the Vehicle Activated Sign (VAS) at the junction of the A51 and Cherry Tree Lane. Instead, a pole will be installed at that junction with a view to placing on it, if possible, an MVAS. The VAS intended for that location will now be installed on the A525 Newcastle Road.

(c) Tree and Path Wardens – Ms Bedson reported that the WI walk led by Cllr Allison had gone very well. Cllr Allison said that some highway signage on Candle Lane and the A51 Nantwich Road was obscured by hedging. Cllr Chell reported that one of the road name signs on St Leonard’s Way had disappeared. It was agreed that both these matters should be reported to SC. 

(d) Neighbourhood Plan (NP) – the Chairman reported that the consultation period for the NP will expire on 24th July. He said that the target of having the referendum on the NP taking place on Autumn was likely to be met. He said that a further grant towards the costs of the NP had been received although that grant would not cover all such costs. It is hoped that the shortfall will be met by SC.

(e) Shropshire Cllr Aldcroft – he reported that the Market Drayton NP is progressing. He said that the Clinical Commissioning Group’s budget had been reduced by £1.6 million. He indicated that this reduction would affect the delivery by SC of care services to both adults and children. SC would be reorganising those services and centralising them at six hubs. It was commented that SC would need to consider how service users would access such services in parishes like Woore where there was  a high percentage of the elderly and no public transport, GP surgery or pharmacy. It was suggested that SC should consider using the Victory Hall as the place to deliver their services. Cllr Aldcroft also reported that he was trying to get West Mercia Police to focus on the problem of vehicles speeding in the north of Shropshire. The Chairman said that the PC had not received the information requested at the last PC Meeting about weed spraying and road sweeping and Cllr Aldcroft said that he would try to obtain that information.

(At this point, Cllr Aldcroft left the Meeting.)

18085 PLANNING
(1) 18/02612/FUL being an application for the erection of a single storey extension and minor external alterations to existing dwelling at 1 Top Farm Barns, Bearstone, Market Drayton, Shropshire TF9 4HG (re-submission). It was commented that, unlike the earlier application for an extension at this property, which had been considered by the PC at its meeting in January 2018, this new application appeared to meet the concerns and requirements of SC’s Heritage Officer. However, not all of SC’s consultees had commented on the new application. Accordingly, the PC unanimously resolved to support this application subject to the requirements of SC’s consultees being met. 

(2) 18/02767/PMBPA being an application for prior approval under Part 3, Class Q of the Town & Country Planning (General Permitted Development) (England) Order 2015 for the change of use from agricultural to residential use of the Barn at Woore Fruit Farm, Newcastle Road, Woore, Shropshire. Cllr H. Blake was the Lead Councillor in relation to this application. She reported that she had visited the site and called on neighbours to it. One neighbour was in and did not object to the application. The other neighbours were out and so she had left her contact details at their properties. She had not been contacted in response. Cllr Blake said that she could not see any problems with the application. Accordingly, the PC unanimously resolved to support this application subject to the requirements of SC’s consultees being met.

18086 HS2
The Chairman reported that a meeting had been arranged with SC at the Shirehall on 13th July in order to get SC to engage with the PC and HS2 and to carry out  a survey of the Parish’s roads and an assessment of current air pollution levels and traffic volumes.

In the exercise of his discretion, the Chairman decided that Agenda Items 18088, 18089 and 18090 should be dealt with before Agenda Item 18087.

18088 PARISH COUNCIL NEWSLETTER
Drafts of the newsletter and of the PC’s new logo were distributed. Cllr Davies said that the newsletter would be distributed with the Church magazine in August.

18089 PARISH TRANSPORT
Cllr Chell reported that the Parish Transport Scheme for medical appointments now had four volunteer drivers, including herself, and that she had provided one parishioner with transport during the past couple of weeks. Cllr Chell said that she had been unsuccessful in trying to contact the North Salop Wheelers to find out more about what services they could provide to parishioners. She would continue to try to get hold of that organisation.

18090 CLERK’S REPORTS
The Clerk reported as follows:
1. [bookmark: _Hlk516659770]SECTION 106 PHOENIX FIELD COMPLAINT (AGENDA ITEM 17141): that a  response had been received from SC at long last. It had been circulated to Cllrs.  
2. LISTED BUILDINGS (AGENDA ITEM 17140): that no further action had yet been taken to progress this matter. 
3. COUNCILLOR TRAINING: that, since the last Meeting, the Chairman had attended a full day course on Chairmanship. Four places have been booked on the Fundamentals for Councillors Course on 26th September. Cllrs Allison, H. Blake and Irwin will be attending. The fourth place was to be filled by the Vice Chairman but he has just indicated that he cannot attend.  
4. ST LEONARD’S PLAY AREA AND ADULT EXERCISE AREA BEHIND THE VICTORY HALL: that SC had indicated that it would be carrying out its inspection between 4th and 27th July.
5. STANDING ORDERS AND THE GENERAL DATA PROTECTION REGULATION (AGENDA ITEM 18075): that both of these matters will be addressed at the PC Meeting in September 2018. 
6. ALLEGATIONS BY MR FRANK RISELEY: that she had yet to contact SC to raise concerns about SC publishing on its Planning Portal, in connection with a particular planning application, certain inaccurate comments made by Mr Riseley about the Chairman and Cllr Davies. The Clerk said that she would do so prior to the September PC meeting.
7. DEFIBRILLATORS: that she will organise defibrillator training in the Parish during the autumn, probably in October.
8. SHROPSHIRE COUNCIL: that SC had finally repaired the damaged manhole cover on the Newcastle Road adjacent to the Village Shop. She also said that SC had changed its mind  and had now found the funding to replace the Pelican Crossing outside the Primary School with a Puffin Crossing. 

Cllr M. Blake then raised an issue about the response received from SC in connection with the PC’s complaint about Phoenix Field (see (1) above). Cllr M. Blake expressed dissatisfaction with the response. A discussion about the response then ensued. It was resolved that the PC should take its complaint to the Local Government Ombudsman.  

18087 THE SEARCH FOR ADDITIONAL OPEN SPACE IN THE PARISH AND, IF NECESSARY, CONSIDERATION OF THE PURCHASE OF EQUIPMENT TO ENHANCE OR IMPROVE THE PARISH COUNCIL’S EXISTING OPEN SPACES
It was reported by the Chairman that some land had been found which might be available for purchase by the PC and which might provide a further open public space in the Parish

It was resolved to exclude the public from the Meeting for the duration of this Agenda Item as the PC was considering the purchase price for that land. The Chairman explained that the reason for that resolution was that publicity about the purchase price is likely to prejudice the commercial position of the PC in making its offer to purchase the land. 

(The members of the public attending the Meeting then left the room.)

It was unanimously resolved that the Chairman and Cllr Chell be authorised to take such steps as are necessary to progress the purchase of the land.

18091 PAYMENT OF ACCOUNTS
The Clerk explained that the payment referred at 8 below was being made at the request of the PC’s Internal Auditor, Mr Jason Jones, who wished that the ex gratia payment that the PC intended to make to him by way of thanks for his audit of the PC’s Accounts for the financial year ended 31st March 2018 should be donated to Woore Primary School.
