	Issues raised by members of the public

	Ward Councillors update
Councillor Ashby advised members he was standing down at the May elections.
· Police had been encouraged to attend Parish Council meetings.
· Tree saplings were still available to plant in suitable sites in the Ward.
· Brunton Park Scout Group had received a grant from the Ward to undertake tree work on trees within the area of their building on Gilwell Way.
· Members raised the poor state of roads caused by the heavy buses which were not appropriate for the estate. Some potholes had been filled and councillor Wright continued to report poholes to Newcastle City Council.

	Matters Arising from the minutes of the previous meeting
There were no matters arising, not otherwise on the agenda for this meeting.

	Member Portfolios
The following updates were reported and discussed -
· Grounds Maintenance – The grass at Greenfield Road had been cut twice within the previous four weeks. Grassbox were to start cutting soon.

· Highways – the traffic lights on the slip road to A1 were not working. NCC had indicated that the fault was underground. Three potholes had recently been reported. Outside the Shops were bent. Graffiti had been removed from Polworth Drive. The signs outside  the shops were bent. Discussions were ongoing regarding staff parking at The Manor House. There were mixed views about the suggestion of double yellow lines as a solution. Ward councillors were talking to the Police regarding speeding on Great North Road. Members also raised concerns about the exit from the roundabout on Great North Road into Brunton Park given the close proximity of the crossing for pedestrians and cyclists.

· Great Park – EPIC, an initiative to make reporting/sorting out of local issues easier,  had offered to attend a future meeting  to explain more. There were no plans to provide signs relating to the Deer in the area. Councillor Rawling was seeking further information about how Hazlerigg Parish Council were addressing the problem. The light in the bus shelter on Netherwitton Way was not working as it transpires there is no electricity supply to the shelter. A litter pick was to be undertaken on 20th March.

· Brunton Park – Nothing to report.

· Melton Park – Councillors Jordan and Wright were to progress highways issues. Grass verges continued to be damaged by vehicles parking on them. Some hedges were overhanging the pavements. The Clerk was to write to the residents asking for the hedges to be cut back.

· Special Projects / HMOs – Nothing to report.
