Seven members of the public also attended the meeting.

The Clerk opened the meeting and welcomed everyone to the Annual Parish Meeting.
1.
Election of Chairman
The Clerk asked for nominations for Chairman of the Council.  Councillor Miss P Oates nominated Councillor A Boaden and Councillor Mrs M Richards seconded the proposal.  It was RESOLVED that Councillor A Boaden continued to be the Chairman, and he accepted.
The Chairman asked for nominations for Vice-Chairman of the Council.   Councillor P Oates nominated Councillor R Curnow and Councillor Mrs M Richards seconded the proposal.  It was RESOLVED that Councillor R Curnow would continue to be the Vice-Chairman, and he accepted.

Election of other Officers
The following areas of work would be overseen by the following Councillors:-

Footpaths – It was proposed by Councillor R Wright, seconded by Councillor R Curnow and RESOLVED that Councillor Miss P Oates would fill this position.
Playing Field – It was proposed by Councillor Miss P Oates, seconded by Councillor R Wright and RESOLVED that Councillors A Murray and R Curnow would fill this position.
Burial Ground and Allotments – It was proposed by the Chairman, seconded by Councillor P Ferris and RESOLVED that Councillor M Richards would fill this position.
Planning – It was proposed by the Chairman, seconded by Councillor Miss P Oates and RESOLVED that Councillors R Wright, P Ferris and A Murray would fill this position. 
Emergency Planning - It was proposed by Councillor Miss P Oates, seconded by Councillor P Ferris and RESOLVED that Councillor R Wright would fill this position.

Chairman’s Report
The Chairman advised the meeting that we had a full Council for the first time in several years.  He thanked every Councillor for giving up their time voluntarily, and for the effort and attendance at Parish Council meetings.  The Chairman noted that the Emergency Plan that had been devised by Councillor R Wright was an excellent piece of work, and he thanked Councillor R Wright for this.  Finally, the Chairman thanked the Clerk for her hard work for the Parish Council.

Financial Report
The Clerk advised the meeting of the receipts and payments incurred by the Parish Council during 2013/14, as attached.

Report from Cury School
The Chairman welcomed Mrs Lisa Newberry, Head Teacher of Cury School, to the meeting.  He thanked her for giving up her time to attend the meeting and congratulated Mrs Newberry on her recent appointment to the School.

Mrs Newberry gave a full report to the Meeting, as attached to these minutes.
6.
Fees for 2013 – 2014
A burial fee review was last undertaken in July 2010 and the Clerk had been asked undertake a review for 2014.  She had obtained current figures for the Parishes of Mullion, Helston, Breage and Wendron as a comparison to the current charges in Cury.  This information had been circulated to the Councillors, and the following decisions were made:
It was proposed by Councillor R Wright, seconded by Councillor R Curnow and RESOLVED to increase the cost of purchasing a grave from £130.00 to £200.00.

It was proposed by the Chairman, seconded by Councillor R Curnow and RESOLVED to increase the cost of purchasing a cremation plot from £50.00 to £100.00.

It was proposed by Councillor R Wright, seconded by Councillor P Ferris and RESOLVED to increase the cost of interring a person into a grave from £100.00 to £150.00.

It was proposed by Councillor R Curnow, seconded by Councillor Miss P Oates and RESOLVED to charge £20.00 for the erection of a headstone.

It was agreed to keep the cost of interring cremated remains in a cremation plot, interring persons under the age of 16, the re-opening of a grave and adding an inscription to existing headstone the same.
It was proposed by Councillor R Wright, seconded by the Chairman and RESOLVED to increase the cost of the Clerk’s fee for any burial from £10.00 to £20.00.

The Clerk would amend the Burial Charges Policy which would come into effect from 1 June 2014.

As there was not currently a waiting list for allotment, it was proposed by Councillor R Wright, seconded by Councillor R Curnow and RESOLVED not to increase the Allotment Fees for the forthcoming year.  
The Clerks salary was discussed.  It was proposed by Councillor R Curnow, seconded by Councillor P Ferris and RESOLVED to increase the Clerk’s Salary to Scale Point 24.
7.
Maintenance Contracts
The existing contractor for playing field, cemetery and footpath maintenance had supplied a tender for 2014-15.  He had increased the amount by £20.00 from the previous year, at £1,717.  It was agreed to appoint him for the forthcoming year.
The Chairman closed the meeting at 8.20pm.
