There were ten members of the public present along with Graham Smith, Principal Flood Officer and two police officers.
The Chairman has sent out the report of the flooding meeting to all who had given their email address.
The drains were reported to have flooded again.
Mr Smith explained that he is there as part of a team principally to investigate major flooding and he will write a Section 19 report which is a public document for other authorities to act on.  Residents affected can send in written reports if they have not been visited.  There is an email address – flood.team@nottscc.gov.uk for residents to contact him.
Councillor Blagg explained that one of the problems is that the Severn Trent sewer goes down in size and backs up, this will be brought up by Mr Smith at a meeting with Severn Trent.  He explained that it would be helpful if he could be sent a plan of the area.
There was discussion about ground water levels as mines are not being pumped and also the appearance of springs appearing that have not been seen in forty years.
Councillor Fielding reported that signage and training is going through the process.  As a community there are volunteers willing to assist.  Residents agreed that it would help if as a community we could be self-prepared however the report is needed first.  Funding for residents who were flooded has been made available by Bassetlaw and Nottinghamshire County Council. 
The police discussed speeding problems which Councillor Fielding has reported and the problems reported previously by the marina.

Councillor Fielding declared an interest in planning and Councillor Pressley RDS.
