PC J Higgins gave a brief report mentioning  that crime figures were down this month across the board. However, the previous night had seen a large number of break-ins at the allotments and reports of older thefts at the cemetery had just been received. These will be recorded as separate crimes with individual crime numbers. An increased presence by Police in these area’s is now expected.

Cllr Colman read out a report for Norfolk County Council.

This would be covered by Parking Operations at West Norfolk.
· What was the criteria for the cutting of Public rights of Way? 
This is usually prioritised by who was the landowner and foot flow numbers.
Cllr Colman added to his report the “Summer Reading Challenge”. This is to encourage not only children to read but to also improve adult core skills. 

Work to start in 2022 on the preferred missing link of the Northern Distributor Route viaduct over the Wensum.

Breckland District Councillor

Cllr Wickerson read out a report on Breckland District Council  – see Appendix 4

Questions raised from Councillors:

An update was asked for on the footpath at Heathlands. Cllr Sherwood replied on behalf of BDC; the footpath was to be re-opened immediately. He thought this would be a good opportunity to open communications with the landowner who is receptive to the path being used. It could be an ideal project for the new Path Warden.

It was asked whether the decision on Abel Homes could be changed? The Town Clerk reiterated that it could not be changed unless a High Court Action was brought.

In discussions it was suggested that the Council may be able to influence details. It was only outline planning at this point. Phase 5 is still to come with another 175 houses.

Cllr Wickerson informed the meeting he has a meeting next week with Gordon Bambridge, Portfolio Holder for planning, and hopes for some answers then.

5. Minutes
The minutes of the Full Council meeting held on 12th June  2019 were agreed and signed as an accurate record.
6. Report from the Town Hall by the Town Clerk
6.1 
To receive a brief report from the Town Clerk including: -

a) Notes from the meeting with Highways on 4th June 2019.
The notes had previously been circulated with the meeting pack.
It had provisionally been arranged for the Transport, Access & Environment Committee to hold their first meeting on Tuesday 3rd September at 4pm, to accommodate the attendance of the Highway Engineer David Jacklin. The draft terms of reference for this Committee will be discussed at the Finance meeting to be held on 22nd July.
b) Report of meeting with Lady Georgina Roberts –
Lady Roberts will take up the position of High Sheriff of Norfolk from April 2020. She has asked for the Town Council’s support of her Justices Service in Swaffham in June of 2020. The project has the blessing of the presiding judge, HHJ Stephen Holt, the Bishop of Lynn, Jonathan Meyrick, the Lord Lieutenant, Sir Richard Jewson and The Rev Janet Allen. A meeting is to be arranged for Lady Roberts to meet with the Mayor and Deputy Mayor, to go through the necessary protocol etc.

c) Report on farming land set aside for swimming pool -
Correspondence is on-going with the Town Clerk and Mr Fake. The Town Clerk is currently trying to establish whether Mr Fake’s company had paid rent to a third party for land owned by the Council. A map, showing the land owned by the Town Council had been sent to Mr Fake to enable him to have a discussion with the current landlord for adjoining land.
d) Update on outstanding legal issues – 

Ward Gethin Archer are being chased in respect of all outstanding issues relating to the Church Wall, Trees bordering the Cemetery, the Town Pound land transfer/lease agreement, the Shambles registration and the Buttercross first registration. 
It was asked if these issues were available to view. The Clerk replied that yes they can be viewed in the office.

e) Maintenance at the Town Hall–
At a cost of £420.00,  scaffolding is to be erected  in the courtyard at the Town Hall, for the next two weeks and £20 per week thereafter. A leak has been discovered over the hallway linking the Town Hall to the Museum, this needs to be  investigated. At the same time this will allow maintenance to the gutters and clearing away mess made by pigeons. There may be some associated costs, which will come under the Town Hall maintenance budget.
f) Whole Council Training – Norfolk Parish Training & Support –

This request is related to the desire to digitalise the UDC minute books, which would then allow the storage to be carried out by the Norfolk records Office. The use of this equipment could be valuable to the Town Council in the future. The Town Council are asked to support the project with a nominal grant of £500, to help unlock the door for this particular grant. It is recommended to consider awarding a grant ‘in-principle’.
