   Minutes of the Ordinary Council Meeting of Lilleshall Parish Council 
held at 7.00pm, Monday 5th December 2016, at Lilleshall Memorial Hall.
PRESENT:  Councillors: A Baker, C Baker, K Cherrington, P Millard,  D Shaw, B Taylor (Chair) and J Taylor.
STAFF:       C Binnington (Clerk)
There was 5 members of the public present
1. Welcome 
Councillor B Taylor opened the meeting and welcomed everyone to the meeting.
2. Apologies 
None.
3. Declaration of Interest
Agenda Item 11
Councillors Millard, B Taylor and J Taylor are allotment tenants.
4. Public Session
Local residents raised the following concerns:
· Mrs Jilly Broadbent (Chair of Lilleshall Tennis Club) thanked Councillor Cherrington for helping the Tennis Club to get the trees around the tennis courts cut back and asked the Committee when the trees are being crowned out as leaves are still causing nuisance on the courts.
Photographs of the cours were circulated and Councillor Shaw suggested that a leaf blower is purchased for the Tennis club to use.  Mrs Broadbent replied that if the trees were crowned, the amount of leaves would be reduced, which would address damage to the courts.
Councillor A Baker replied that the Tennis Club have complained about the trees for the last 14 years and that the original request to Councillor Cherrington was to have the overhanging branches cut back, which has been completed.  
The Parish Council agreed to review the issue in the summer.

· Mr Philip Hawkins stated that when the council was originally set up he  made several recommendations and his views haven’t changed:
a) [bookmark: _GoBack]There are no Councillor surgeries only unscheduled discussions at the end of meetings.

b) The H1 planninng proposal being pursued by Telford & Wrekin Council (TWC) should be resisted in principle as TWC are pursuing their own planning proposal and if forced through the new development will swamp Lilleshall.  Mr Hawkins recommended that the Parish Council need a policy to press ahead for boundary changes to  include the new development under Donnington and Muxton Parish area.

c) The Parish Clerk’s hours are inflated and a he recommended that the Clerk works 6 hours per week from home as recommended.

6. Matters arising from previous minutes

There were no matters arising from the previous minutes.

7. Planning Applications
Councillor Shaw gave a brief update on the recent Neighbourhood Survey:
· 566 surveys were returned – 53% response
· The £100 Waitrose prizedraw will take place on the 13th December by SRCC.  Councillor Shaw will notify the winner and arrange a press release if winner agrees.
· Mr Neil Harvey is a new volunteer on the planning group and will help forge links to the farming community.  Councillor Shaw thanked Mr Harvey for volunteering.
· Two consultants have been appointed to help with the plan, Mr Mike Vout who has experience of environmental assessment and Mr Andrew Mortimer who is a former planning offier with Shropshire Council and is writing the Neighbourhood Plan for Edgmond.
· A grant application to assist with the Neighbourhood Plan has been successfully obtained by Councillor Shaw and the Parish Council have been awarded £7408.
· Councillor Shaw thanked everyone involved in delivering the survey forms and Philip Hawkins for all his hardwork in co-ordinating the survey.  There was an exceptional response from residents in the Humbers who were included.
· Councillor J Taylor thanked Councillor Shaw for his work on the Neighbourhood Plan and said that the Neighbourhood Plan puts the Parish Council on the map and tells residents that the Parish Council are taking action.

Councillors discussed both the above planning applications jointly and a response was agreed on behalf of the Parish Council.  Councillor Shaw pointed out that as part of the urban extension, if boundary changes take place the new development will come under Donnington & Muxton Parish.
Councillor Shaw suggested that the development could result in increased traffic through the village and suggested an additional roundabout is put in place by Kynnersley Road and that Wellington Road exit is moved to form a cross road, therefore getting rid of the dangerous junction on Welllington Road.
Proposed by Councillor Cherrington, Seconded by Councillor J  Taylor.
RESOLVED that the Committee requested that the visual impact and landscaping should be of a high standard with better screening.  The Parish Council should be advised of timescales for the work to be completed.

8. Commercial Opportunities
Councillor J Taylor reported that TWC are looking at opportunities to use their facilities to advertise  and she asked if the Parish Council could consider using their amenities such as the bus shelters to sell advertising space.  Councillors discussed whether companies could adverise in the newsletter or on the website if a disclaimer is included with the advert.
Councillors to discuss the issue further at the January meeting.

9. Precept
Councillors asked that the TWS Contract is reviewed and requested that the Clerk forward  copies of the current contract to all Councillors.

Proposed by Councillor J Taylor, Seconded by Councillor C Baker
RESOLVED that the Committee agreed to the amendments to the budget and to set the precept at the same level as the previous year - £37,000.

10. Financial Regulations 2.2
Councillor A Baker pointed out that under the above Financial Regulation the following checks should take place:-
On a regular basis, at least once in each quarter, and at each financial year end, a member other than the Chairman or a cheque signatory shall be appointed to verify bank reconciliations for all accounts produced by the RFO. The member shall sign the reconciliations and the original bank statements as evidence of verification. This activity shall on conclusion be reported, including any exceptions, to and noted by the council.
The Clerk reported that she is currently reviewing Standing orders and Financial Regulations with Councillor Shaw and that they are not set in stone and can be amemnded if required to suit the needs of each Parish Council.

RESOLVED that the Committee agreed that Councillor Cherrington will no longer sign cheques, although she will remain on the signature list at Lloyds Bank.  Councillor Cherrington to review bank reconciliation on a quarterly basis and at year end.

11. Allotments

Councillor J Taylor reported that the Allotment Association have paid for the installation of delivery bays for compost and manure at the allotment site and that the work has now been completed .

12. Correspondence
The Chairman reported that he had received correspondence from Carol Binnington resigning from her post as Clerk.  The recruitment of an interim Clerk was discussed in private session.
Councillors presented the Clerk with a gift and Chairman wished her success in her new role.
13. Exclusion of Press and Public.

Resolved that under Section 100(A) Local Government Act 1972, the press and public be excluded from the remainder of the meeting for the following item of business on the grounds that they involve the likely disclosure of exempt information as defined in the Acts.
