Wildlife and Countryside Act 1981 — Section 53
Application to Add a Footpath to the Definitive Map and Statement of Public Rights
of Way in the Parish of Donhead St Andrew

Wiltshire Council are in receipt of an application dated 15" May 2015, made under Section
53 of the Wildlife and Countryside Act 1981, to modify the Mere and Tisbury Rural District
Council Area Definitive Map and Statement dated 1952, by adding a footpath in the parish
of Donhead St Andrew. The proposed footpath leads from its junction with Footpath no.4
Donhead St Andrew, generally north-east, to its junction with Footpath no.5, as shown on
the enclosed application plan, between points A, B and C. The application is accompanied
by 33 witness evidence forms, completed by path users.

Wiltshire Council is now placed under a duty to investigate the available evidence to
determine, on the balance of probabilities, whether or not a right of way for the public on
foot, subsists or can be reasonably alleged to subsist over land in the area to which the
map relates and to amend the definitive map and statement of public rights of way
accordingly.

Your comments on this matter are therefore invited and any representations regarding the
application may be sent in writing to myself, at the address given above, not later than
Thursday 22™ October 2015. | would also be very grateful to receive any further evidence
regarding public use of the route in question and/or historical evidence of the claimed
route.
