· Notwithstanding the current targets, identify potential 			areas for development taking the long view i.e. 2035/40. 		Don’t leave it to happenstance.
· Look at other plans. Glentworth was mentioned in terms 		of structure. 
· Identify non-designated sites and properties including 			those that need protecting (but short of listing) and be 			clear why.
	   A member of the WLDC team did provide some figures on 	  		   development, but not the ones for approvals and actual builds for 	  	   2012-18, which are not readily available. Gordon has emailed Nev 	   and is awaiting a response. There is some question about the 	 	   proposed method of calculating future growth. 
	   There was some discussion as to possible brownfield sites for 	  	   development in the long-term.
