1. Apologies for Absence – Cllr Summers and Borough Councillor Lashbrook, County Councillor Donnelly 
 
2. Declarations of Interest 
There were no declarations of interest in items on the agenda. 

3.Co-option of Aaron Brown Resolved: Cllrs approved co-opting Aaron Brown. A declaration of Interest was completed together with a register of interest form which the Clerk will submit to TVBC.

4.Minutes - Proposed Cllr Wilson Seconded: Cllr Ward Resolved: The minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 20th May 2025 were confirmed as a correct record and signed by the Chairman of the meeting. All members agreed.

6.Clerk’s Report  
· Bank mandate sent into Lloyds – Cllr Wilson to complete form again.
· Councillor Summers booked on Tues 14th October for HALC training.
· All documentation for External audit submitted and added to website.
· Exercise of public Notice on website
· £1000 for Lengthsman received.
· Newsletter invoices sent out. 
· BDO requested information about change of auditor.
· Noticeboard arrived and erected.

9.Community Hub update –  
Cllr Ward reported on the following:
· A meeting had been held with the deputy Chief Executive of TVBC, Salto Centre and the Community Hub to discuss the parking survey.
· The Architect is seeking 72 spaces, over 80 triggers a further assessment and Salto are requesting 100.
· Resurfacing the car park is part of the project.
· The questionnaire was delivered to 970 households and although responses were limited 75% were supportive of the project.
· Further opportunity will be given to residents to answer the questionnaire on the 5th of July Community Day. 
· Monthly update from Absolute Architecture (AA). Cllr Ward reported that the report was not submitted in the agreed time frame. Once the car parking provision has been finalised the planning application will be ready for submission.
10.Finance -

11.Planning 
The Clerk reported on the following.
2500452/VARN Foxcotte Barn Shop – Refused by Northern Area Planning Committtee
25/00122/FULLN Penton Sawmills – Await decision. Highways report now received by TVBC stating they shouldn’t operate until Highways conditions have been implemented. Cllrs commented the road is narrow and HGV’s have been seen mounting the pavements when passing each other.

The Clerk has circulated the e mail from TVBC who are expected to formalise the Local Plan on Wednesday 18th of June. Once formalised a consultation will be advertised. This includes the proposal to build 135 homes on land East of Hatherden Road Charlton. Cllrs thought the land had been set aside by HCC in the 1970’s to build a school – not taken up- and the land was not available for other uses.

Planning Committee Cllr Tasker and Cllr Summers will form a planning advisory group with a resident Daniel Rawlingson. 

12.Councillor Reports 
12.1Traffic Liaison – Cllr Wilsons IT equipment is not compatible with the Speed Indicator Device so Cllr Ward will pass the data to Cllr Wilson. Cllr Ward explained that traffic calming has been thoroughly investigated on Hatherden Road, and Highways refused all previous suggestions for traffic calming. 
 
12.2 Footpaths & Rights away/Lengthsman scheme- Appointing a new Lengthsman – The HCC Countryside Ranger has asked if the PC can clear the footpath 28 but as there are currently no trained volunteers and this remains overgrown as HCC currently have limited resources. The CVCA will be looking for volunteers to operate the equipment to carry out some maintenance. Cllr Ward will review a previous list of work required, to see what maintenance needs to be carried out by the Lengthsman. Cllr Woods will find the names of anyone interested in being employed to carry out the role. 

12.3 Emergency Resilience Planning – Cllr Woods will begin updating the Emergency Plan including the first point of contact in an emergency.
12.4 Charlton Waterside - The bench has been cleaned by a resident; however, the area requires regular maintenance. Cllr Wilson empties the bin. The PC is seeking volunteers to help with the ongoing maintenance of the area.

12.5 Charlton Village Community Association – Cllr Ward reported that CVCA were having a community day on the 5th of July and were due to meet for event planning soon. All Charlton residents are welcome to join the nine-man organising committee.

12.6 Communication update with proposals – The new noticeboard has now been installed at the Mercia Avenue entrance to Charlton Park. Cllr Wilson has distributed an outline plan for a village website. The CVCA will develop a community website which will include a link to the parish council website. A resident is happy to host the website will make a working model on his own server.

12.7Action Tracker – The action tracker has been updated to include
· Buying a suitable lawnmower for maintenance at Charlton Waterside
· Neighbourhood Plan review – Cllr Ward will speak with the TVBC Officer about when the process should start.
· Land top of Peake Way – investigate the landowner.
· Maintenance of Charlton Village – seek volunteers.
· The new footpath to the Playpark has now been completed.

13. Correspondence & Meetings. The following items were received. 
· Complaint about Community Hub survey not arriving through front door - Cllrs have delivered a second copy to the Carters Meadow resident.
