


[bookmark: _Hlk71306648]Minutes of the Meeting of
Carlton-on-Trent Parish Council held on
Tuesday 3rd October 2023 at 7.30pm 
in Carlton on Trent Village Hall

Present: 
Cllr L Hopkins (Chair), Cllr M Martin (Vice-Chair), Cllr M Eley, Cllr M Hopkins, Cllr F Mear, Cllr J Mear and T Grimes (Clerk).

1. To consider any apologies for absence
GH gave apologies for being away which were approved. BL and SM both gave apologies.

2. To receive any declarations of interest in items on the agenda
MM declared an interest in the clerk’s wages. 

3. To accept the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held Tuesday 5th September 2023 
The minutes were accepted as a true record and duly signed by the chair.

4. 10-minute open forum to receive questions and comments from members of the public 
A question was raised as to when the bottle bins would be arriving but the clerk had not heard anything from NSDC. 
MH reported that a member of the public had informed him that the July minutes didn’t give a full picture of what had happened concerning an incident by the river so MH informed the council of the other version of events.

5. To note the following matters arising from previous minutes 
a. Bank Signatories
LH informed the meeting that MH had successfully approved the September payments meaning all issues have now been resolved and there are 4 bank signatories.
b. Kiosk Electricity Supply
The clerk informed the meeting that the notification in change of rate had come from E-on, but asked about disconnection they referred her to Npower. As yet Npower have not responded.

6. To receive updates on any District and County Councillor matters
Neither were present to report.
 
7. To consider responding to the following planning consultations:
a. 23/01360/LBC – Old Forge – windows
There were no objections. 
Proposed: To support the application.
(proposed LH, seconded ME, carried unanimously)

8. To consider ways to spend the remaining CIL money
It was noted that there had not been a formal decision recorded regarding purchase of paint for the kiosk.

Proposed: To purchase paint and masking tape within a maximum budget of £100.
(proposed MM, seconded ME, carried unanimously)

9. To consider website provision due to Hugofox imposing charges from October
Several sites had been tested and rejected due to cost, complexity or advertising. Hugofox had agreed to waiver the fees until April so it was suggested that this be revisited on a later agenda. The noted that a decision was needed before the budget was set in case the cost needed including and also as soon as possible if there was to be a switch so that the clerk could ensure the new site was ready to use by April.

RESOLVED: to stay with Hugofox; including the cost in next year’s budget.
(proposed MM, seconded LH, carried unanimously)

10. To consider responding to the following consultations
a. DLUHC – Local Plans
It was felt that NALC had raised appropriate points and no response was necessary.

11. To consider responding to the following correspondence
a. Slow ways – walking and cycle routes scheme
It was agreed that the council would not participate in the scheme.
b. Bruno Peek – 80th Anniversary of D-Day June 2024
It was suggested something should take place so LH asked that this stay on agendas for the coming months for planning the details.
c. NSDC – Winter salt provision
The clerk noted there were a number of bags stacked up and the bins were full. It was agreed not to order any bags.

12. To consider the following financial matters
a. To note the bank reconciliation
This was checked and signed by the chair.
b. To note the second quarter spend v budget statement
It was noted that all was on track except for the unexpected purchase of the laptop but that there was ample in reserves to cover this.
c. To approve the following payments
i. Clerks wages and HMRC – usual amounts 
ii. Litter bin – TBC
The clerk informed the meeting that she had asked Ben Stacey to purchase a bin and install at the South end of the village. At the time of producing the agenda there had been no communication from Ben so the clerk sent a reminder and received an apology saying the request had been overlooked and that an immediate order had been placed. An invoice was expected any day but hadn’t arrived in time for the meeting so would be moved to the next agenda.


RESOLVED: To make the wages and HMRC payments.
(proposed LH, seconded MH, carried unanimously, MM did not vote) 

It was noted that the clerk’s hours may change due to having left Notts ALC meaning that there would be more reading required. The clerk will go back to tracking hours worked to assess the impact. 

13. To raise any other business which may need to be included on the agenda of the next meeting
The clerk asked whether litter picks should be reintroduced and it was agreed that a date should be set at the next meeting.

14. To note the date of the next meeting 
The next meeting will be 7th November 2023 at 7.30pm.
