a. 3/02/20/004 Change of use of land for travelling show persons plot                              		Land at Little Parks Farm, Tolland Grid Reference Easting: 309534.91 Northing: 132254.75
The planning application was reviewed and discussed by the members of the Parish Council. A proposal was made by S Baker and seconded by C Sumner to object to the planning application and this was unanimously agreed.

The Parish Council voted to object to the planning application for the following reasons:
· The site does not allow for suitable access. The revised application proposes that the site is accessed from a narrow lane which is unsuited to the passage of large vehicles. A different planning application was rejected on the grounds that access from the same lane was unsafe. The proposal to splay the entrance is unworkable because the applicant does not own the hedge that would need to be removed.
· The increased traffic, some of which will be very large, will have a detrimental effect on the area and would cause safety concerns to existing users of the narrow lane and the local road network. 
· There is no consideration in the proposal for the disposal of waste and sewage and therefore there is a risk of contamination of the ground water.
· The proposed development is in the open countryside and it is difficult to see how it fulfils the functionality or financial viability tests or meets existing planning policies, including the demonstration of a need for development on this site, rather than somewhere else more suited to the requirements of the applicant.
· The parish of Brompton Ralph is in an unspoilt area of countryside bordering the National Park. It is felt that the proposed development and use of the site, including the amendments, would have an adverse effect on the surrounding area and impact on the wildlife and the Council is not aware that an assessment has been made in this regard. 
The Clerk will write to the Planning Department conveying the Council’s decision to object.
