3PL/2020/1273 D Demolition of existing single storey dwelling and the erection of 4 no. dwellings approved under 3PL/2018/1267/O - approval of all matters including, access, scale, appearance, landscaping, and layout. Ambleside, Brandon Road, Swaffham. G & L Homes Ltd. Costs application in relation to Appeal Ref: APP/F2605/W/19/3221027. The appeal was against the refusal of planning permission for the demolition of an existing single storey dwelling and the erection of 4 no. dwellings. APPEAL APPROVED
Cllr Scott noted that applications  3PL/2020/1209/VAR & 3PL/2020/1302/O were refused by Breckland for the same reasons that Swaffham had commented on.
7. Planning Applications
7.1 3PL/2020/0729/D Reserved matters application for 185 dwellings following outline permission 3PL/2015/0917/O. Land south of Norwich Road. Barratt Development. COMMENTS – The number of swales has been reduced but the area of usable open space is still considerably less that the original 2.2HA proposed in the parameters masterplan rev A and the later description ‘generous open space’ in the public consultation. The council note that there is more parking provision and some frontages have been moved to provide more green space but there remain several units which have only parking space in front. The Swaffham NP requires parking to be discrete and appropriate to the character of the development. The original parameters masterplans showed cycle links through the open space, has the current PROW design considered government guidance contained in the ‘gear change ‘document?
7.2 3PL/2020/1463/F Erection of a three bedroom dwelling. Land adj to 1 Walter's Cottage Beachamwell Road. Mr J Seals. NO OBJECTION.
7.3 3PL/2020/1465/HOU Two storey side extension (attached garage with bedroom above). 69 The Oaklands. Mr & Mrs Cornwell. NO OBJECTION with comments - The council have no objections in principle but there are concerns that there is insufficient information on parking to determine increase of parking needs, access and turning. The Council ask for clarification on the parking as it appears to be a major issue locally.
7.4 3PL/2020/1471/F Construction of one dwelling & garage. Adjacent 78 The Oaklands. TB Developments East Anglia Ltd. OBJECTION – The council object to the new design stating that issues of parking and design on the original application were resolved but are perpetuated in this new application. There are already major problems with parking in this area with this application there could be an additional loss of up to two parking space on the layby directly outside of the property.
8. Late applications at the discretion of the Chairman.
8.1 3DC/2020/0231/DOC Discharge of Con C4 on 3PL/2019/0270/D COMMENTS – Because the site is on the edge of town the council would like the development to use dimmable, LED down lighting and to see the number of lights reduced.
8.2 A damaged wall had been highlighted. Cllr Scot asked the Deputy Clerk to write to Andrew Gayton to enquire whether the wall, on the boundary of Lydney House previously Grady’s Hotel, is covered within their listed building listing. As this is alongside PROW FP no 27 the Deputy Clerk was also asked to inform Highways.

8.3 Cllr Scot will email the committee the documents and communications with Paul LeGrice in regard to the lighting on the Brandon Road development. Councillors were in agreement that some level of lighting was necessary but should be kept  minimal. Cllr Scot would try to arrange a meeting with Mr LeGrice to discuss these matters.
