	Setting precept for 2019/2020
Financial report of accounts made by the Clerk was considered by the parish council. Justification was made for the precept to remain at £4250 based on past years spend. However some members of the council asked the clerk to make a 2-5 year prediction  justifying the reserves held in the bank account. Agreement of the precept was therefore postponed until the January parish council meeting.
