(2025-26 – 163) Present were Cllr. Robert Weatherhead (Vice Chair), Cllr. Sheila Miller, Cllr. Patricia Harling and Cllr. Brian Thackray.
(2025-26 – 164) Also present were Martyn Miller, Clerk and one member of the public.

Cllr. Ian McMullen was absent with no apology provided.
(2025-26 – 166) No Declarations of Interest were received. 
[bookmark: _Hlk494805764](2025-26 – 167) It was Resolved that the minutes of the Ordinary Parish Council meeting held on 29th January 2026, having been circulated for consideration beforehand, were agreed and considered to be true and correct record and duly signed by the Vice Chair.

Report from NYC:
(2025-26 – 168) NYC Cllr. Cunliffe-Lister was unable to attend however a report of NYC issues was circulated. It was Resolved that any questions or issues would be sent to the Clerk by 16th April and these would be raised with Cllr. Cunliffe-Lister. 

Consideration was given to the following correspondence:
(2025-26 – 169) Letter from Farm & Land Services with a new price quote for 2026 – It was Resolved to approve the increase for 2026.
       (2025-26 – 170) Email from Winksley residents about flooding, road conditions, footpaths and speed rerstrictions – It was Resolved to forward the residents concerns to Cllr. Cunliffe-Lister for her to take up with NYC. 

Matters requested by Councillors:
(2025-26 – 171) Stile in Mickley – Cllr. Harling requested this matter be supported by the PC. It was Resolved for the Clerk to contact NYC.
(2025-26 – 172) Grit box location – Cllr. Harling on behalf of residents asked for the box to be relocated at the top of the hill. It was Resolved for the Clerk to contact NYC Highways.
(2025-26 – 173) Request for parking restrictions outside Mickley Church Hall – Cllr. Harling advised that the white line (no parking) had not been reinstated following the road being resurfaced. It was a constant issue causing problems for farm vehicles accessing farm land opposite the hall. It was Resolved for the Clerk to raise the matter with NYC Highways.

(2025-26 – 176) Galphay flagpole – awaiting spring weather conditions to allow access for tractors. Cllr. Weatherhead to advise.

  (2025-26 – 177) Verge Tree Pruning Mickley – Cllr. Harling stated 
the tree is now very dangerous and concerned that someone may get injured. It was Resolved for the Clerk to raise with NYC Parks Department.

(2025-26 – 179) Commuted sums – latest funds available from NYC, Cllr. Miller confirmed that the figures were correct.
