There were no members of the public present for the open forum.
Mr Sam Jones from Stancliffe Homes attended to discuss the latest plan and reserved matters for the new development.  It was confirmed that the hedgerow will remain and will be improved.  Details of the site manager will be passed on to the council and problems will be minimized.  Stancliffe homes would be happy to move the village sign for us to the start of the new 30mph limit.

Apologies were received from District Councillor Pressley.  
5540 Declarations of Interest
Councillor Fielding declared an interest in planning.
5541 To approve the minutes of the meeting held 12th June 2018.
Councillor Hauxwell proposed the minutes be approved as a true and correct record, seconded by Councillor Robinson.
5542 Matters arising 
a) Vacancy on Council – A resident has expressed an interest.
b) Station Car Park - There is a railway meeting tomorrow and it is on the agenda.
c) Cricket ground – A meeting arranged for 18th June was cancelled and there is no new date as yet.  An inspection was carried out by the District Council.
d) Monks Wood Estate (Bovis) – The clerk has heard nothing further, Councillor Pressley had sent an email about the play area.
e) Defibrillator – An email has been received from Peter Stanley agreeing to this and asking for more discussion on the location and power source it was agreed to invite him to the next meeting and the clerk was asked to find out more information.
f) Church Clock – A quote has been received from Bygone Times for £1100 they also advised that the two electric drive motors are changed at the same time this would be £500.  Councillor Bragg proposed this be accepted, seconded by Councillor Ayton and all agreed.  Councillor Fielding offered £250 towards the repair.  Councillors asked for the clock to be included in the next newsletter.
g) Weight and Height restrictions on roads in the village and appropriate signage – We have received an email which confirms that an extra sign is being arranged.
h) Poppy Appeal – The poppies for lamp posts, have been ordered.  The display at the war memorial was discussed and Councillor MacDonald will look for netting so that knitted and crochet poppies can be attached.  The clerk was asked to write to the WI to ask if they can help with poppies.
i) Overhanging Tree Branches, Canal Bridge, Shireoaks Road – These have been done.
j) Plaque for Tub – A further quote from Malcolm Lane has been circulated.  Councillor Hauxwell proposed we accept the quote from Shelley signs, seconded by Councillor Robinson and all agreed.
k) RDS – This is ongoing and a visit was made by Environmental Health who will be coming out again.
l) Best Kept Village – Unfortunately we did not get through to the next round.
