28/20. Welcome & Public Session.
The Chairman welcomed everyone to the first Parish Council zoom meeting and in doing so enquired of any issues or concerns to be raised from the public. Two Parishioners present raised the subject of the K6 phone box and its use as an ‘exchange kiosk’ for books, CD’s and plants, which members supported.  Cllr B. Spittle and Cllr S. Bagnall agreed to clean and paint the inside during July 2020. The internal shelving would then be installed by the Parishioners during August 2020. A second item was also raised in terms of the bench, stocks and over hanging branches of the large tree within the centre of the village. An inspection would be undertaken, quotes secured and actions taken ready for the next meeting, in the meantime a notice has been placed on the bench to restrict use due to damage. Additionally five sets of Smart water kits and welcome packs are sent out for distribution to new Parishioners. There being no other items the Chairman moved to the next item of business.

31/20. Minutes of the meeting held on the 4th March 2020.

34/20. Village Hall.
Several members updated the Parish Council on the Village Hall in that the financial situation remained steady and a new committee would be formed after the AGM had been reconvened. The Village Hall Officers would be informed of the continued support and help of the Parish Council as it moved forward particularly in terms of additional external grant aid.
35/20. Newsletter.
Marc Hornby from Caviar and Chips introduced the draft mock up Parish News and project purpose to the Parish Council. Members echoed their whole hearted support for the Parish News and RESOLVED that the Clerk should establish a series of zoom meetings with potential partners to develop the project with a targeted launch later in the year.

The play park has remained close during the pandemic with notices on each of the entrance gates, the structures have been checked on a regular basis. The ROSPA inspection has taken place during June 2020 and the annual report is awaited. The next steps as restrictions are relaxed for the opening up of play parks again will be subject to a risk assessment and additional public notices at the site.
