MINUTES OF THE ANNUAL PARISH MEETING HELD ON

1. Allen Watts, The Three Bees Project

The Three Bees Project is a new local organisation led by a qualified teacher and passionate environmentalist and is rooted in the understanding that when we spend time in nature, we improve our mental, emotional and physical health.  Britain’s bees and our other pollinating insects are in serious trouble and they need our help.  It was reported that many of our native bee species are facing extinction due to a number of different threats, climate change among them. But there’s one factor, habitat loss, which we all have the power to do something about right now. By creating a connected pollinator pathway we can benefit bees and many other insects, while also providing habitats for spiders, birds, small mammals and plants. This will also help to buffer the effects of climate change. In recent times, more than any other time in history, communities are suffering from a loss of connection with each other and the natural world. The impact this is having on mental health is leading to a public health crisis. The simple act of working together in the fresh air to improve our local environment, making a significant impact on the health and diversity of the ecosystem and forming positive human connections could bring immediate benefits to everyone involved, whether they have two legs, six or eight!
The parish council agreed to support this initiative by promoting it within the parish and Mrs Julia Brigdale has volunteered to help with this later in the year.
2. Cllr Adams King, Hampshire County Council
· Cllr Adams King continues to work with Aster Housing to bring an acceptable solution for the residents of Manor Road regarding sewage costs. It was reported at this meeting that lorries attending the site for the removal of sewage are now churning up the grass.
· It was reported that as part of the next TVBC Local Plan, development in rural areas would only be permitted on designated land adjacent to village boundaries, and that housing must match the needs of the villages.

· From 2024 roadside recycling would be extended to include plastic, glass and food waste.  All waste will be processed in Hampshire.

· TVBC plan to cut carbon emissions by 80% by investing £100 thousand on converting their lorries to run on Hydrotreated Vegetable Oil.
· TVBC currently have 20 bin lorries; to convert to electric lorries would cost eight times as much.

· Solar panels have been installed at a Romsey depot with grant funding.

· Government funding has been received for pothole and small re-surfacing repairs for the 5,500 miles of roads in Test Valley.
3. Chairman’s Report, given by Cllr Scoones

· Neighbourhood Development Plan (NDP)

An application for the designation of a Neighbourhood Area covering the parish of East Tytherley has been approved.  The NDP will include planning, housing, footpaths, and conservation.
· Playground

The parish council continue to maintain the playground.

The PCC have offered a supply of water and electricity from the Church for events held at the Playground.
A plaque has been gifted for the Field Maple tree in memory of the late Mr Beiber, and plaques in memory of the late Jim Munro and Tony Robins will be provided by the families for the other new trees planted. 

A White Beam Tree to commemorate the late Queens Platinum Jubilee, was planted on the land near the church. 

Woodland bulbs will be planted, hopefully with some community involvement.

· Lengthsman

The Lengthsman has cleared the highway drain at Manor Road, outside of the old Police House, cemented back in the footpath 21 sign, south of Parklands, cleared the roadside footpath on the bend by the Manor Road garages and will supply and install new gate posts for the Church this year.  

4. Open Forum
· Garden spoil was reported outside of the Old Police House which the parish council do not consider suitable for levelling here.
· Cllr Brigdale has contributed towards a new plan to improve walking and cycling between the north of Romsey and Andover.
