	Cllr. S. Dye declared an interest in connection with both planning applications at item 4.  
3.	Public questions, comments or representations

	To discuss and make observations on the following applications 
	Cllr. Dye did not speak or vote on the following applications
	PF/22/2657 Demolition of existing dwelling and erection of two-storey detached dwelling and erection of two-storey detached dwelling – Banes Cottage, Blacksmith’s Lane, Hindringham, NR21 0Q 
		There was an initial discussion on the application and the Clerk then read out an email to the Parish Council from the applicant, with reasons for, and background to, the application.  Further discussion followed in detail, including consideration of the conservation area, economics, position of walnut tree, structure, history and viability.  Proposed and resolved to object, with comments that although improvements on the original application had been noted as more in keeping with the original cottage, the Parish Council would prefer the original cottage to be retained as far as possible to preserve the history of the cottage in this conservation area.
	PF/22/2721 Retention of existing organic fertiliser store – land to the east of Grange Farm, Harvest Lane, Hindringham – the application was discussed, including reviewing the amount of vehicles travelling to and from the store.  Proposed and resolved to comment that there was no objection to the application.

5.	Update of Playing Field Environmental Project following the consultation
	Agreed that the consultation had gone well, with good attendance and support.  A list of comments had been circulated to parish councillors prior to the meeting, which were discussed.  One objection to the whole project had been received by letter and this was read out to the meeting.  Drainage and ground preparation in the proposed Miyawaki forest area was discussed, together with ground preparation for the whole area.  A number of residents had been concerned about the safety of a pond with a nearby play area and it was agreed not to establish one at this point in time, but to review it again in two or three years.  Permission for the project had been received from the Bread and Fuel Charity as owners of the land [rented by the Parish Council].  It was agreed to hold a working party meeting shortly to discuss costing and timings in more detail.  Cllr. Smyth would provide costings for a pathway.  Cllr. Dye had prepared the grant application for the Miyawaki forest which was handed to the Clerk to deliver.  The Clerk would start preparing the Sustainable Communities Grant application.
