Agenda Items:

1. Apologies.	Andy Page.

2. The minutes from the meeting held on 23rd November 2017 were approved. Proposed – Councillor White. Seconded – Councillor Dent.

3. Matters Arising.	

a. ANPR provision is still under investigation by the police. The clerk spoke to Councillor Richard Bell post the meeting and it would appear that finance priorities are the hold up.
b. GDPR. There has been conflicting advice regarding the appointment of a DPO and we await the outcome of national debate. However, the council does not have the resources to employ an individual.

4. Financial Review.	

a. Bank account reconciled.. The bank balance stands at £287.48. An invoice of £40.00 for the annual hall rental was paid leaving a balance of £247.48.
b. The precept request for 2018/2019 has been acknowledged by DCC.
 
5. Risk Review.		No advice has yet been issued by the SLCC or DCC as to suitable caveats for inclusion in our risk assessment matrix regarding GDPR. However, it was pointed out that the only personal data held by the council is the electoral roll, which is legally required.

6. AOB.	

a. The chairman raised the issue of some minor flytipping left in the Bowbank layby. This was reported to DCC and has now been cleared away.
b. The clerk discussed completion of the annual governance and finance forms. As well as the new requirement to claim exemption from Mazars for an external audit he explained that the internal audit would need completing before the Sections 1 and 2 could be signed off by the council. This audit would need completing before the AGM in May. He proposed that the dates for public inspection of the draft accounts would be from 2nd July to 10th August 2018.

The meeting concluded at 2015 hrs.

The next meeting will be the annual meeting to be held in the Carlbeck Centre at 1930 on 24th May 2018. The annual parish meeting will also be held that night at 2030 in the same venue.
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
