2.1 Vision

Describe your long term vision for the woodland(s).
	This woodland will be managed to ensure its continutiy within the landscape, whilst improving timber potential and conservation values.

The woodland is quite small and relatively young. Because of this, light silvicultural thinning to a marginal intensity over a 5 to 10 year cycle will be carried out to increase growth, increase light levels reaching the woodland floor, reduce the chance of windblow and increase future potential. 

The woodland will be managed to allow continued access for the enjoyment of local people. 
All works will endevour to improve the habitat for all wildlife.

Due to the size of the produce and location, the use of low ground pressure small forestry machinery will be utilised within all thinning operations.

Grant funding will be sourced where possible to help in the management of the site including The Woodland Trust and Forestry Commission.

Manage and maintain the woodlands as an important landscape asset close to the village limits of Farnsfield.

Manage and enhance the environment to improve the habitat for woodland dwelling species including badgers and barn owls, by increasing the understory, allowing light to the woodland floor and maintaining standing and fallen deadwood throughout. New woodland blocks to be planted for both wildlife and to increase the fuelwood available on site.

	PROTECTION.

Deer, squirrels and rabbits/hares are at the moment slowly increasing within the area and unchecked will reduce the quality of viable future timber and natural regeneration within the woodland. These will need to be controlled and/or excluded to reduce and reverse this trend into the future. Pests and diseases will continue to be an issue moving forward, but will be looked at again if and when they become an issue.

	COMMERCIAL.

The woods will be managed if possible on a self-financing basis through the production of fuelwood grade timber in the main for use on site and work toward becoming carbon neutral. Though through careful management, there is potential to produce high quality timber for milling in the future. Grant funding will be secured where possible to support uneconomical management operations and appropriate infrastructure investments. If possible income will be generated from the sequestration of carbon and the trading of carbon credits.

	Brief description of the woodland property
	Millennium Wood is situated to the south of the village of Farnsfield approximately 5km northwest of Southwell and 11km southeast of Mansfield in Nottinghamshire. 
The site was formerly an agricultural field close to the sports ground in the village, and was planted to celebrate the Millennium in 2000. 
The woodland in the main was planted at 2.5m x 2.5m spacing with predominately native broadleaves consisting of oak, lime, ash, wild cherry, silver birch, Norway maple, field maple and rowan. The woodlands are visible from the village and in the wider landscape.
The soil here is a sandy loam over sandstone which is deep and neutral pH to slightly Acidic. The woodland sits on the 50m contour above sea level. Wind-throw hazard classification is low due to the area and in the main would be classed as 1.

As Nottinghamshire is one of the UK’s driest Counties, the average rainfall is approximately 620mm per annum, with an average annual temperature of 10.58oC.

	The woodland is visible from the village and from the surrounding countryside and is a popular place for local people to walk their dogs through. Careful management will be employed so not to alter this in any way. Light thinning to a marginal intensity will be carried out in 5 year ,cycles.

	Biodiversity
	As the thinning takes place light will reach the woodland floor and increase the understory. This will be supplemented with the planting of shrubs, woodland flowers and shade-bearing tree species. Some of the cherry have suckered along the edges of the footpath, and most of these will be removed over the period, though circa 30% will be left to create pinch points on the footpath edge, and to break up the straight line of the path. 
Deadwood where practical and safe to do so will be left or created on site, some will be collected up into piles while other deadwood will be left standing including the ring barking of trees to increase this to circa 1m3 per ha.
Before operations commence a European Protected Species (EPS) checklist and an Operational Site Assessment (OSA) will be completed by the contractor or agent.

	Protection
	All of the woodland is susceptible to damage by various factors including browsing damage from mammals and attack from insect or fungal pathogens.

During the initial survey Chalara (Ash Die-Back) was found on site. Because of this fact a grant could be applied for under the new Countryside Stewardship for removal of diseased trees.  A standalone felling licence may be required for group felling if the disease dictates this action.
Fire is a low danger due to the species on site. There are though open areas and footpaths with long grass, which could cause a fire risk during drier months of the year. Where possible grass will be cut to keep it shorter and lush green. If a fire breaks out give the Fire Brigade the NGR on the front cover of this document, which is the gate to the sports field. 

Contractors on site will be asked to keep an oil spill kit with them on any machines at all times, and if possible use bio-degradable oils.
