Minutes of the meeting of High & Low Worsall Parish Council held in Worsall Village Hall at 7.30pm on Thursday 16th February 2017.

Election of Chair  The Clerk began the meeting by asking for nominations for a Chair from the 3 Cllrs present in the absence of the Chair and resignation of the Vice Chair.  Cllr Bainbridge proposed Cllr Evans chair the meeting and Cllr Robinson seconded the motion.
Meeting Protocol  Cllr Evans gave a brief explanation of the PC’s legal position. If one Cllr should have to declare an interest in an agenda item and therefore leave the meeting the 2 Cllrs remaining can discuss but not record a decision on that item as the meeting is not quorate.
Election Arrangements  Cllrs Evans explained the information received from Hambleton Electoral Services following the resignation of 2 Cllrs.  Election notices have been posted on the 2 village notice boards.  March 3rd is the closing date for nominations, should there be more than 2 nominees an election will be held on March 30th.   Cllr Evans proposed and Cllr Bainbridge seconded the motion that poll cards would be sent to all parishioners of Low Worsall.  It was agreed that letters should be sent to both resigning Cllrs, Mrs Rubin with over 21 years service and Mrs Saunders over 2 years, thanking them for their service and contribution to the PC.  Cllr Evans reported the time for discussion about the resignation of 2 Cllrs would be when there was a full PC in place.

The March meeting will be attended by 4 Cllrs, the newly elected Cllrs will be in place for the Annual Meeting in April and the AGM in May will elect a new Chair and Vice Chair, both of these meetings are followed by an ordinary PC meeting.
Minutes   Cllr Robinson proposed and Cllr Evans seconded the motion that the minutes of the previous meeting were a true record, they were then signed as read.
