Minutes of the virtual meeting held
on Tuesday 6th October 2020

Participating:

1. To consider any apologies for non-participation
DWP gave apologies due to technical issues which were approved.
CCllr BL & DCllr SM were unable to attend.

2. To receive any declarations of interest in items on the agenda
MM declared an interest in the clerk’s wages.

3. To accept the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held Tuesday 8th September 2020 via Zoom 
The minutes were accepted as a true record.

4. 10-minute open forum to receive questions and comments from members of the public
The clerk noted that the shed was still in the dike next to the lay by and that N&S DC had responded when it was reported saying that this was private land and each time the matter was reported the land owner had been contacted. 

5. To note the following matters arising from previous minutes 
a. Adoption of new housing estate
The clerk had circulated an email from Mike Keeling stating that there was no plan to adopt the road.
b. CIL Money bench application
The clerk had circulated an email from Mike Keeling confirming that the bench and position were acceptable and stating that a contractor would be in touch with a quote for installation.
c. Damaged Life Buoy
The clerk informed the meeting that it had been reported to N&S DC who said it was Waterways responsibility but they had said it wasn’t. Having gone back to N&S DC they have agreed to look into the issue.
d. Carlton Cares Group
LH informed the meeting that the group was still helping with prescriptions and had received a few calls. The next idea for reminding everyone of this was to circulate a newsletter with a Halloween theme, discouraging trick or treat activities but encouraging a pumpkin display.

8. To consider responding to the following communications
a. NALC AGM
The clerk asked if anyone wanted to attend the Zoom meeting – there were no takers.
b. N&SDC – grant for green projects
LH suggested it may be worth applying for funding to provide more trees along the slip road. There was concern about permissions and maintenance costs if they actually went on the highway but the clerk offered to make enquiries. LH mentioned that there were other funding providers who may provide matched funding if the project went ahead.

9. To consider responding to the following consultations
a. Notts CC – Devolution survey
It was felt that devolution would mean a loss of the ‘local’ response, eg planning applications would be discussed by officers with no knowledge of the area. The clerk was asked to submit a response.
b. NALC – Planning white paper
No-one felt they had enough knowledge or understanding of the implications to be able t comment.
c. NSDC – Draft Residential Cycle and Car Parking Standards & Design Guide Supplementary Planning Document (SPD) 2020
It was agreed that no response would be submitted.
