


[bookmark: _Hlk71306648][bookmark: _GoBack]Minutes of the Annual Meeting of
Carlton-on-Trent Parish Council held on
Tuesday 7th March 2023 at 7.30pm
in Carlton on Trent Village Hall

Present:

1. To consider any apologies for absence
DWP gave apologies for personal reasons which were approved. DCllr SM gave apologies.

2. To receive any declarations of interest in items on the agenda
MM declared an interest in the clerk’s wages, clerk’s expenses and Notts ALC fees.

3. To accept the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 7th February 2023
The minutes were accepted as a true record and duly signed by the chair.

4. 10-minute open forum to receive questions and comments from members of the public 
A member of the public noted that a drone had been flying over Carlton properties, controlled from the other side of the river. There was concern it may be linked to crime. 
It was agreed a note should be added to the newsletter.

5. To note the following matters arising from previous minutes 
a. Signs in Ferry Lane
LH reported that Highways had confirmed the dead end sign was not a Highways sign and would not be replaced. LH pointed out that it was not a privately erected sign and was of the style of Highways signs so anyone would reasonably assume it was Highways and given that it is leaning over dangerously it should be removed even if it won’t be replaced. Highways agreed to consider the matter.
b. Bank Signatories
The clerk confirmed the application had been submitted and that further information had been requested.

6. To receive updates on any District and County Councillor matters
CCllr BL reminded council that it was now the pre-election period so DCllr SM is restricted in what activities she can undertake.
He also informed the meeting that NSDC were considering raising council tax by 2.8%.



7. To finalise arrangements for the Annual Parish Meeting in May
The clerk reported that the anti-social behaviour team had held their March meeting and were happy to send a representative along to the Parish Meeting and had requested a 6.30pm start. It was therefore agreed that they should open the meeting and would be followed by the parish council report, District/County reports if councillors were present and then the village hall committee report and election of members. It was requested that the newsletter be updated to reflect this and printed for circulation as soon as possible.

8. To approve the newsletter
It was agreed that with the aforementioned updates and a date for the Coronation planning meeting, the newsletter was to be circulated as soon as possible.

9. To consider a grant application and activities for marking the Coronation
The clerk confirmed that the grant application forms had arrived and they were clearly linked to precept so it would need to be a council application not a community group one. LH informed the meeting that a resident had already expressed an interest in helping and made a number of suggestions, eg t-shirt painting. It was therefore agreed that the council should apply for funding and then use it to support the community activities. A date was set for the planning meeting to be included in the newsletter. LH also confirmed that she had applied for a street closure.

RESOLVED: To apply for funding from NSDC.
(proposed MM, seconded MH, carried unanimously)

10. To consider the following financial matters
a. To note the bank reconciliation
The reconciliation was checked and signed by the chair.
b. To appoint an internal auditor

RESOLVED: To approach the present auditor for another year.
(proposed LH, seconded ME, carried unanimously)

c. To approve the following payments 
i. Clerk’s wages and HMRC – usual amount
ii. Clerks expenses £5.65
iii. Notts ALC fees - £84.28
iv. ICO registration - £40
v. VH Rent – TBC (2hrs + this meeting)
The clerk confirmed the meeting would finish within the hour meaning 3 hours in total at £5 per hour, ie £15 owing. 

RESOLVED: To make these payments.
(proposed ME, seconded LH, carried unanimously, MM did not vote) 




11. To raise any other business which may need to be included on the agenda of the next meeting
The clerk tabled a copy of Clerks and Councils Direct for circulation. 
The clerk also noted that election nomination forms needed to be submitted to NSDC in person by 4pm on 4th April. There was concern that these had not been received by councillors via email and that further emails from the clerk had not been received. The clerk agreed to issue them again and gave a quick reminder of how to fill in nomination forms, providing electoral numbers as required.

12. To note the date of the next meeting
The next meeting will be 4th April at 7.30pm. The meeting closed at 20:15.
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
