17/3118 Public Session

Councillors were asked why the Parish Council website was out of date and uninformative?  The Clerk explained that she has been unable to update the website since the company paid to maintain it had ceased trading. The Clerk is looking to replace the website shortly and has made enquiries with local companies, but this will be in the new financial year.

The Member of the public commented that since attending the recent Bus User Group meeting he had been made aware that the Arriva no. 7 bus route will be continuing down Richmond Avenue.
Councillor C. Smith reported that a safety assessment has been carried out, which found no major safety concerns.  The outcome of the consultation along with the results of the safety assessment were passed to Arriva for their consideration.  
Upon reviewing this information Arriva feel that the removal of Richmond Avenue which would therefore affect residents in Church Road would affect the operation and potential commercial viability of the no. 7 bus route.  The Parish Council and Telford & Wrekin Council on reflection have agreed to support Arriva’s decision to continue to serve Richmond Avenue.

The machine won’t be fully functioning until it has been registered with the ambulance service and signs will need to be erected to notify its location.

A meeting regarding Rights of Way took place on the 8th March which the Clerk attended on behalf of the Parish Council.  Andrew Careless of Telford & Wrekin Council updated that a definitive Right of way map will be available in the autumn but Parish Councils will need to notify him of any Rights of Way which haven’t been listed.  Details can be obtained from the GIS map.
