DRAFT Minutes of the meeting held in the Wroxeter Hotel

on Monday, 14th March 2011
1. APOLOGIES: Cllrs V Amos, personal matter.  Apology accepted. 
2. ABSENT: Cllr D Millington.
3. PRESENT:  Cllrs B Nelson (Chairman), C A Eade, F E Davies, P Davies, J Guttridge, M Jones, V McChesney & M Millington & S Rowlands also SV Cllr C Wild, PC D Baron and Mr R A Pittaway (Clerk).
4. DECLARATIONS OF PERSONAL OR PREJUDICIAL INTERESTS: None. 
5. REPORTS: 
Severn Valley Cllr Claire Wild outlined amendments to the Affordable Housing SPD that have been recommended for consideration by Cabinet on 16th March.  SC will shortly be drafting a new Charter to take account of recent cutbacks and more delegation to parish councils. The Chairman offered his thanks to Cllr Wild for all the much appreciated work done on behalf of all parish councils.

CSO Dave Baron reported that there had been 6 crimes committed in the parish this year.  Also, he had been awarded an LJC grant to run sport related activities for his communities, especially youth.
6. MINUTES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING on 10th January 2011 that had been circulated were accepted by all who were then present and signed by the Chairman
7. ARISING FROM THE MINUTES:
a) NHS consultation document on new NHS Trust – 9c. No action.
b) SC: draft affordable housing document – 9d. No action - await Cabinet meeting outcome.
8. PLANNING MATTERS:

a) Minutes of the Special Planning Meeting on 10th February 2011 that had been circulated were accepted by all who were then present and signed by the Chairman.
b) After discussion on the letter and revised plans submitted by Balfours on 24th February 2011 it was agreed the Clerk would inform SC Planning of the Parish Council’s continuing concerns at the problems that could ensue regarding parking and turning outside the Duke’s Room dwelling during church activities.
c) SC had advised the Clerk that the application for full planning permission for 2 dwellings at the Vineyard site had been granted.
9. FINANCE:

a) Bank statements showing balances of £65.17 (current) & £1,619.61 (deposit).
b) Clerk’s Jan/Feb salary £213.63, WFHA £6 & expenses £20.59 = £240.22. Cheque approved nem con.
c) Wroxeter Hotel: room charge x 2 - £20.00. Cheque approved nem con.
d) Community Grant to Under the Wrekin magazine - £50.00. Cheque approved nem con.
e) Maintenance Grant to Uppington PCC - £150.00. Cheque approved nem con.

f) The Chairman thanked Charles Armstrong for his generous offer to audit the 2010/11 Accounts. His appointment was Proposed by Cllr L Davies, Seconded by Cllr McChesney and all in favour.

g) Approval of the revised 2011/12 Financial Risk Assessment was Proposed by Cllr Eade, Seconded by Cllr McChesney and all in favour.

h) The Clerk reported that after approaches to 3 contractors the only quote received for mowing the Uppington Play area was from SLB Grounds Maintenance. After discussion Cllr Guttridge Proposed acceptance of the quote for £540.00 for the 2011 season and application to SC for the appropriate funding. Seconded by Cllr McChesney and 7 in favour with 2 abstentions.  The Clerk will pursue.
10. CORRESPONDENCE: 
a) SC: Emergency Planning Briefing on 11th April.  Details passed to Cllr Rowlands who will attend.
b) SC: draft sustainable design & draft developer contributions SPDs. No action.
11.  HIGHWAY MATTERS:
a) Cllr Davies outlined the issues following a major incident at Emstrey traffic island and the lack of any management control in place for such eventualities.  As a result the Highways Agency will be raising the matter with SC at their next meeting to implement a management plan.  After discussion it was agreed Cllr Davies would act for the Parish Council in this matter and report any developments. Proposed by Cllr M Millington, Seconded by Cllr McChesney and all in favour.
12.  SHROPSHIRE COUNCIL MATTERS: 
a) The Clerk reported that HMRC had imposed new guidelines for payment of clerks from 6th April and meant parish councils would now have to register as ’employers’.  There appeared to be a great deal of paperwork involved that might have to be contracted out.  There would also be NI employer contributions to pay that were not budgeted for.  The Clerk will pursue with SC and ALC.
