Overgrown Hedges within the Village The Clerk reported that as well as reporting the matter she had spoken to a member of NYCC who now has the matters in hand.

Health & Safety at Work etc Act 1974 Freestanding Goal Frames  Cllr Rubin reported that the village Society are looking into the possibility of buying new five-a- side or three quarter size goal posts for the green. The Clerk was asked to look into the insurance cover implications and it was suggested by Cllr Evans that if there was to be an extra cost then the PC could cover it as their contribution.

Letter re Bulls  The Clerk had received another email from Mr Harrison who will continue to monitor the situation with regard to bulls in the fields in the area.  He thanked the PC for their reply.  No further action.
