Minutes of the  meeting of Shilbottle Parish Council held on
Wednesday 9 June 2021 at 6.30 p.m.

· The minutes were passed unanimously as a true and accurate account.

Planning							Councillor Brendan Storey
Planning had been received for a re-submission of plans for 3 detached houses South of Colliers’ Close.
The Clerk stated that there had been many objections received from local residents. Former Councillor Burns agreed to look into this application and email the Clerk.
Councillor Storey would take on the responsibility for village plans.
The Chair proposed that we agree to co-opt former Parish Councillor on an ad hoc basis for technical issues. This raised no objections.
·  Finance Committee  - Councillors Mrs Haddow, Douglas, Lewis, Robertson and Taylor were to form the new Finance Committee. A meeting was arranged for 11a.m. Wednesday 16th June in The Haven. Mrs Haddow raised the price of new litter bins – approximately £2000 for three. It was unanimously agreed to go ahead.
· Mrs Haddow also raised the suggestion of a new village seat, with plaque to be presented to the retiring Chair and to be sited at a location of his choice. It was agreed to press ahead with this before the next meeting.
· Councillor Mrs Lewis asked about the plaque for Mike Mc Phun. The Chair said this would be done at the same time.

· The Clerk asked for two new signatories for cheque signing. It was unanimously agreed that Councillor Huggins and Councillor Mrs Robertson be the new signatories


·  Feedback on play areas - 			 Councillor Huggins to continue liaising       with Alastair Kidd. Councillor Huggins had spoken to Alastair about the broken shuttering around the bark at Grange Road and this would be repaired. As more Bark was needed for Grange Road, Councillor Mrs Haddow asked for an estimate before an order was placed.  Councillors Mrs Hood and Mrs Taylor would assist Councillor Huggins on day to day basis with regard to play area issues.
· Councillor Storey raised the question of the broken zip wire. He said he would work with Alastair who is ROSPA trained to come up with a solution.

Mrs Haddow would hand over this role to the new Vice Chair, Councillor Mrs Lewis who would email County Councillor Thorne about issues raised at meeting and any problems which come to light before the next meeting.
