Outline application (with all matters reserved except for access) for up to 660 dwellings (Use Class C3), a retirement village of up to 150 units (Use Class C2) and care home (Use Class C2) together with a primary school, local centre, café and country park with associated car parking and landscaping.
       Object:
Whilst we appreciate the need for more housing in the area, in particular affordable housing, we object to this development which is not size appropriate for the area.
Broke Hill Golf Course is a green field, Green Belt site, and developments of such give us concerns about the erosion of the protected sacrosanct Green Belt which fulfils all 4 of the functions specified in the NPPF.
We would not be opposed to further developing the areas of the site which would fall into the Grey Belt designation (i.e. existing buildings/car parks) but do not support this proposal of development within the Green Belt area of the site.
We understand that infrastructure should be adequate or under development before a development of this size is able to commence.
This development would result in unacceptable increased demand on the already overloaded medical facilities.
The current road networks consist of narrow roads and lanes, the majority of which are virtually single-track, with no pavements, minimal or no streetlights, and areas which are liable to flooding and there is no sufficient vehicle access from the site to the nearby M25.
As Southeastern Trains have confirmed that they do not have the rolling stock, platform length or line capacity to meet increased demand, this development would create even more pressure on other local stations and local train users and add additional pressure to the already limited local bus service.
Finally, little consideration seems to have been given to the hilly terrain in the area which will prevent many residents from walking and cycling.
