1. Chairman confirmed a risk assessment had been undertaken & was available for viewing re COVID due to lockdown being continued for a further month.  Chairman thanked Cllr. H.Gibbins & Church representatives for undertaking the risk assessment due to both Clerk & Chairman being on holiday.  Risk assessment approved.

4. Minutes of the Statutory Annual meeting held 4TH May 2021.
Minutes of the Statutory Annual meeting held 4th May 2021 were approved & signed.
5. Clerk’s update :
· New email addresses – defer to future meeting
· Best Practice – noted
· Wilson’s Lane to be reinstated by STW
· A 2nd interactive speed sign has been erected by N & S D C on Main Street which Parish Council were unaware of; noting the interactive speed sign Parish Council had been fighting for on Station Road was due to be in place by end of June.
· Chairman thanked Cllr. SH for all his hard work as Vice Chair during last civic year & thanked current Vice Chair for taking on the role.
6. To review on going response to coronavirus. – lockdown had been extended until 19th July hence need for Parish Council to undertake the full risk assessment prior to this meeting.
7. Reports from Parish, District & County Councillors. 
NCC Cllr. S.Saddington reported the following:
· Assisted with enquiries re Trent Lane & previous meeting with the riparian owner.
· 1 million vaccinations had been achieved in Nottinghamshire.
· Local Improvement Scheme (LIS) had been extended until March 2022; changes to the scheme from April 2022. Await further information.
· Tetra packs (juice & milk type cartons) accepted at recycling centres but not in recycling bins.
· Change re portfolio at County – new set up Highways & Transport with Environment as a separate one.  Cross party committee to review repairing roads as felt current situation not acceptable.
· £1m covid recovery fund; public consultation re NCC priorities for next 4 yrs.
· SS Chair of Scrutiny Cttee. & SS will fight for Mental Health provision & will challenge lack of appointments for the public.  Representatives from QMC set to attend September meeting & will be expected to answer any concerns raised by Councillors.
· SS to enquire at NCC re height barrier for Fisherman’s Car Park to prevent caravans/tall vehicles from entering & staying overnight.

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N & S D C Cllr. R. Blaney reported the following:
· Trent Lane – acknowledged months since meeting with various representatives & riparian owner.  Principal agencies confirm it is responsibility of riparian owner & NCC have no powers for enforcement action.  RB ongoing liaising with NCC Officer for a definitive on whether or not highways water causes part of the problem. Agreed meeting including Parish Councillors HG/JL/LM & resident to view map of area to discuss further.
8. Questions from members of the Public. – resident expressed concerns over speeding along Main Street & requested “Slow” signage to deter it.  Cllr. SS confirmed mirrors are no longer erected on opposite side of road to assist pulling out.  Suggested VIA Officer to be approached re dangerous corners along Main Street & his advice to alleviate speeding.
