16/20. Welcome & Public Session.
The Chairman welcomed everyone to the Parish Council meeting and in doing so enquired of any issues or concerns to be raised from the public. The Parishioner present raised concerns about the recent flooding at Village Road and Cheswardine Lane as the water was not draining away. Members agreed that the issue should be addressed through Apley Estate. There being no other items of business the Chairman moved to the next item of business.
17/20.  Apologies for Absence: None.
18/20. Declarations of Interest: Cllr G Hamilton 20/00511/TCA and 20/00630/COU.
19/20. Minutes of the meetings held on the 8th January 2020.
RESOLVED: that the minutes and actions of the meetings of Stockton Parish Council held on Wednesday 8th January 2020 be confirmed and signed by the Chairman.
20/20. Clerks Report.

The Clerk presented their tabled report to members highlighting several items for discussion. The missing bin had been reported to Shropshire for a replacement at the bus shelter and members agreed for hardcopy Parish Council items to be archived with Shropshire Archives. In terms of flooding, rain collection and environmental activity within the parish members agreed that dialogue be established with both the Estate and Church in terms of a potential Severn Trent grant application in due course.
21/20. Planning Applications.
i. 20/00511/TCA: 6, Windmill Lane, Norton. Removal of diseased walnut tree. No Objections. Suggested the applicant be approached to consider an offsetting planting scheme for the loss.

ii. 20/00630/COU: The Leavenhalls, Stockton: Change of use from agricultural use to storage. No Objections.  

iii. 20/00635/FUL: Trenoweth, Bridgnorth Road, Norton: Erection of single storey side extension and two storey side extension. No Objections.
22/20. Village Hall.

After a detailed discussion members agreed to wait and see how the AGM of the Village Hall progressed in March and to continue to offer help and support when and if required. The Parish Council would remain open to taking back governance responsibility of the Village Hall in the short term to then help recruit and elect a new management committee if that was required. Members further agreed that a letter be sent directly to the Treasurer to request an invoice for the last 12 months worth of room hire for meetings.
23/20. Newsletter.
Marc Hornby from Caviar and Chips had agreed to produce a ‘mock up’ for a potential newsletter and members agreed that this be presented at the Annual meeting.  The Clerk would organise the printing of the newsletter and Cllr John Pigg agreed to organise the distribution once produced.

 24.20. Highways and footpaths. 
The entry and exist to Norton on the A442 remained a problem in terms of potholes which would again be reported to Shropshire. Potholes had again re appeared on Cheswardine Lane by the cricket field. The Estate remained responsible for the un-adopted stretch of the lane.
25/20. Jubilee Play Park.
The reports from the play park for October, November and December 2019 had no repair problems reported. The March 2020 report tabled at the meeting highlighted the bench needed repainting and the rope on the Multi Play (junior) was starting to fray. The term contractor has been requested to attend to the items.
26/20. Defibrillator update.

 The defibrillator is still fully charged and working after the inspection.
