Minutes of the Meeting of the Council - Wednesday 5th November 2025 at 19:00

Present: Cllr Louisa Jarred (Chairperson), Cllr Julia Plumptre (Vice-Chairperson); Cllr Jane Vurley, Cllr Roger Williams
21 Members of the Public; Mr Gerry Worthy (Clerk), Cllr Porter.

1. Apologies and approval of absences: Cllr Plumptre welcomed everyone present and thanked them for attending the meeting. Apologies received from Cllr Clare Delf and Cllr Mamjan .

2. Declarations of interest: none were received.

3. Minutes of previous meetings: The minutes of the meeting held on Wednesday 1st October 2025 was approved as true a record, proposed by Cllr Vurley, seconded by Cllr Williams Signed by the Chairperson.

4. Review of Previous Action Points:  
· SID Camera – was working now stopped suspect water ingress. AP 2025/09_10 Cllr Williams will investigate.
· Pond/Phonebox/Play Area; KCC with respect to pond to be checked and review with camera survey (suspect blocked/silted drainage) AP 2025/09_3 Cllr Jarred to open communication with KCC
· Flowerbeds – tyres are being removed. Tractor access needs consideration for hedge cutting. AP 2025/09_6
· Trees – Parish Council are responsible for those around the pond area, assessment needed once scope of works drawn up.
· Website – Cllr Jarred has access and intends to start tidying areas, requested guidance feedback from community. AP 2025/09_7
· Website -  email and domain name update. AP 2025/11_1, Cllr Jarred to liaise with Hugo Fox
· Signage -  3 new signs will be created with updated contact details (email and phone). Phone number has been secured and just awaiting email update to complete task. AP 2025/10_4
· Speedwatch – unfortunately Cllr Williams underestimated the amount of work and has decided to step back. The PC is therefore seeking a new admin to take on the role. AP 2025/09_9
· Hedges – clearance of overgrown hedges all have been reported by Cllr Jarred to appropriate bodies. AP 2025/09_12
· Flooding – Cllr Porter has reported and supplied video evidence by church. Council said to reopen discussions about HIP; Cllr Jarred to follow up with highways/KCC AP 2025/09_13
· Defib – Guidance notes have been created and are displayed next to units. AP 2025/10_1
· Salt bins – Council have closed all cases but appears not 100% resolved. Clerk has requested community identify any that are not satisfactory, take location ID and aa photo of issue so clerk can revert back for resolution . AP 2025/10_2 now closed.

Members of the Public in attendance were afforded the opportunity to ask a question or make a statement.
· Barry thanked the Parish Council for work on the defib unit.
· Barry informed the congregation on the programme for Remembrance around the village, including service, remembrance lunch at school.
· Speedwatch still requiring volunteers. AP 2025/11_2
· Bins left on the road causing a risk of accident. Cllr Jarred explained its tricky to advise private individuals on such matters.
· New bus route Aylesham the #92 starts in November 24th with Stagecoach. AP 2025/11_3 Clerk to post timetable to PC website
· Flagpole for remembrance and other to be flown in village. Research permits required and costs however issue be where could be sited if wanted within Nonington. All to gather information for further consideration.
