In the absence of the Chairman Cllr David Plant (Vice Chairman) chaired the Parish Council meeting
42/19. Welcome & Public Session.
The Chairman welcomed everyone to the Parish Council meeting and in doing so enquired of any items from the public gallery. The Parishioner presented asked why planning applications are not more prominently advertised by the Parish Council. Members agreed that applications in future could be highlighted on the agenda for meetings and indicated that the view of the Parish Council is recorded in the minutes via the email correspondence report. All applications are also linked into the Parish web site for easy access. There being no further items raised the Chairman moved onto next business.
43/19.  Apologies for Absence: Cllr Gavin Hamilton (family commitments) agreed.
44/19. Declarations of Interest: None
45/19. Minutes of the meetings held on the 1st May 2019.
RESOLVED: that the minutes and actions of the meetings of Stockton Parish Council held on Wednesday 1st May 2019 be confirmed and signed by the Chairman.
46/19. Matters arising not on the agenda: None
47/19. Highway update.
1. A number of potholes are again appearing on Cheswardine Lane members agreed that these be reported to Highways.
48/19. Footpaths: None
49/19. Jubilee Play Park.

The play park report was tabled for members to view. The fence rail has been repaired and the monitoring of the ‘shakes’ particularly on the swing basket continues. The ROSPA report should be available for the next meeting.
50/19. Parish Action Plan.

Only a few surveys have been returned and it is very difficult to draw any conclusions from them. Some of the ‘anecdotal’ comments relate to the state of Cheswardine Lane and the continued need for older peoples bungalows within Norton.
51/19. Defibrillator.

The defibrillator is still fully charged and working after the by-monthly inspection. A small amount of money is held by Mrs Manton from when the project was first established. The Clerk has requested that the funds be transferred to the Parish Council for the continued upkeep and maintenance of the defibrillator.
52/19 BT Phone Box.

The Chairman thanked Cllr J Pigg and his team of volunteers who have cleared, cleaned and painted the BT Phone Box. Two tasks remained the painting of the base in black and the renovation of the top glass with ‘Telephone’ etched upon it.
53/19. Finance & other policy documents.
1. Bank Account details: The account balance stands at £11,333.63 which includes the VAT return from 18/19 of £463.26. Members will receive an updated Bank Reconciliation and Budget spend profile at the September meeting including details of the Environment Grant.
2. Bank Mandate: Members unanimously agreed a change in the Bank Mandate in that any two signatures from the list of the following three members are authorised to sign Parish Council cheques, Cllr D Plant, Cllr B Spittle and Cllr J Pigg. Members further unanimously agreed the resolutions under section five on page three of the HSBC Bank Mandate.
