Minutes of the meeting held on Thursday 7th September were approved and signed as a correct record.

Matters Arising from Minutes
Cllr. Boucher welcomed the two new Councillors as she was absent from their first meeting in September
6
Parish Maintenance Update
Pot holes were reported to KCC outside Wheelwrights Cottage  Norton. Ref:- 749112

Multiple potholes were reported to KCC in Norton Road from A2 up to Lewson Street and Provender Lane with several now marked for repair

A second report has been made to KCC re broken steps at the side of the sports field on the footpath 

New tarmac that was due to be laid by KCC from the A2 partially in Norton Road has now been cancelled. KCC have advised that there are roads in other parishes which are in need of resurfacing more than Norton  
The clerk made a complaint to The District Manager regarding the situation and he agreed to inspect Norton Road himself.  He reported back that multiple potholes in Norton Road and two or three potholes in passing places will be repaired with large patches.

The Beech tree on the triangle of Norton Road/Lewson Street has been topped
An abandoned vehicle in Provender Lane had now been removed

A severe water leak in Provender Lane has been reported to South East Water several times the first report being made 5 weeks ago. It has now been reported as an emergency, stating that it is hazardous and will cause damage. Ref:- 49006016. To date no action has been taken by South East Water and the water leak continues to run down the road. They have advised that it is booked to be repaired on 15th November.
Cllr. Alder commented on the road flooding between Norton Road/Lewson Street.  Cllr. Trim advised that this has always been a perpetual problem due to the drains in Norton Road and unfortunately nothing can be done.  Cllr. Steel added that there had been a slight improvement in the Summer months.

Cllr. Alder reported that there had been complaints regarding people letting off fireworks on the Sports Ground and dogs had been picking up the discarded fireworks.  Also, dog walkers had complained about the footballers leaving empty water bottles etc., on the ground.  Cllr. Boucher advised that she would get a message to the football club regarding the debris.

Cllr. Boucher reported that Robert Boucher Farms were having trouble with hooligans ripping up hedgerows/ throwing apples and tipping over mobile toilets. The problem was mainly at the weekends.  Cllr. Trim advised that he had received an e mail from PC Morris the Neighbourhood Beat Officer at Sittingbourne Police Station encouraging the local community to report issues so that they can act.  Cllr. Boucher will contact PC Morris to report the problem
Cllr. Mansell reported that land behind G. Mowers in Provender Lane belonging to Mr. Albert Connors was being used to dump rubbish and light fires.  Cllr. Trim advised that the Parish Council have no enforcement powers and Cllr. Mansell should report this to PC Morris the Neighbourhood Beat Officer
