	Stallholders and public
	We will be very aware of the number or pedestrians on the field and will drive slowly, using headlights and hazard lights when driving our cars on the field.  We will follow the instruction not to have any vehicle movements on the field between 11.30 and 4.00 on the day. We will obey the stewards instructions.

	People being injured by gazebos blown away or collapsing
	Strong winds and/or Gazebo or tents not secured
	Stallholders and public
	Any gazebos or tents etc. will be erected in accordance with the manufacturer’s instructions and secured firmly, taking account of weather, location and the need to avoid causing trip hazards.
	
	Before and during the Fayre

	People tripping over things
	Lines for gazebos etc.
	Stallholders and public
	We will make sure all lines are as short as possible, are routed away from where people will walk and are made as visible as possible, perhaps by adding bunting 
	
	Before and during the Fayre

	People tripping over things
	Boxes or equipment on the floor
	Stallholders and public
	We will keep the walkway in front of the stand clear and any boxes or equipment will be stored safely at the back of the stall or under tables.
	
	Before and during the Fayre

	People being hurt by tables etc. collapsing
	Tables not put up properly or other equipment not strong enough.
	Stallholders and public
	We will double check all tables and stands to make sure they are firm, adequate for the weight, safe and secure
	
	Before and during the Fayre

	People being hurt by lifting accidents

	Equipment
	Stallholders
	We will make sure all equipment is handled carefully and in line with good practice, seeking assistance and using equipment as appropriate.

	People slipping
	Wet grass or mud around the stall
	Stallholders and public
	We will keep the area by the stall clear and we will highlight any significant mud or very wet grass in the area as appropriate.
	
	Before and during the Fayre

	People suffering from Heat Exhaustion, Heat Stroke, 
Sun Stroke or
Dehydration
	Excessive weather temperatures
	Stall Holders
And public
	Ensure Stall holders wear appropriate clothing including hats 
Make sure adequate shade is available with seating 
Make sure Stall Holders take adequate breaks
Provide cool drinking water
Ensure Stall Holders are aware of early symptoms for Heat Stress 
	
	Before and during the fayre

	People being 
electrocuted
	Wrongly used or wrongly maintained electrical supplies or equipment
	Stallholders and public
	If we use any electrical equipment, we will make sure it is in good and safe condition, PAT tested where necessary, set up safely and with any leads etc. run safely and for the shortest route.
	
	Before  and during the Fayre

	If we sell food or drinks or use any other heated equipment we will adhere to the following

	People becoming ill through food poisoning
	Food not prepared or handled in accordance with safe practice
	Stallholders and public
	If we sell food or drinks, we will adhere to good practice and will ensure all food is stored and handled safely.  At least one of our team will hold a current certificate in food hygiene and will take responsibility for food safety.  
	
	Before and during the Fayre

	People being scalded or burned
	Use of cookers hot food storage, charcoal or gas etc.
	Stallholders and public
	If we sell food or drinks, or if we have any other heated equipment, we will make sure it is set up on a firm surface, away from children.
