148.	Matters Arising:
	136.    Nothing had been received from John Preston RCC regarding the Community Drop In.
	140.    It was confirmed that funding was available up to a balance of  £15,000 to cover costs of site assessments.
 149. 	History/Heritage
	The Chairman welcomed Jan Nix and Jan Leigh to the meeting.  They provided the committee with a section of the 2010 Parish Plan  and were asked  to produce by mid September a short report on the Heritage of Fleckney including the local features and assets that are part of the designated Neighbourhood Plan Area.  Also to note any historical significance on any of the development site options. 
	The Chairman thanked them and they left the meeting.
150.	Theme Groups
	Colin Wilkinson thanked the Sub Group leaders for the reports they had submitted in the previous week and felt that their imput was already  about 70% to 80% of the report.  Using this information he would write a "bare-bones" draft of the Fleckney Neighbourhood Plan  and where he needed  more details he would contact the sub group leaders. 
151.	Site Assessment	
	Colin offered to produce a list of criteria 
	
139.  	Project Plan
	A Project Plan that had been  produced by Colin was distributed to members.  Members and Sub Groups were asked to look at the evidence and produce some decisions and  key issues from the questionnaires, clarify their vision statement to be produced for the next meeting.  A proforma sheet would be distributed to help the members.
140.	Funding
	It was reported that  funding from Locality for £8737.00 had been received and a further £6,000 was available for site assessment. This would cover the costs of RCC, Colin Wilkinson, the publication of the Draft Plan and other costs up to the end of 2017.  
	It was expected further costs of £4,000 would be necessary/ to get to the end of the process. This money could be applied for in 2018.
141.     Theme Groups - Identification of Key Issues.
	i) Development
	The survey highlighted the need for starter homes and bungalows.  More information would be produced for the next meeting.
	ii) Transport and Roads
	By far the largest issue from the questionnaire.  The state of the roads and pavements, car parking, street /pavement parking and HGVs through the centre of the village and speed of traffic were most highlighted issues.
	Extra signage, speed cameras, a 20 MPH speed restriction with traffic control rather than traffic calming  measures suggested.
	There was a positive response to alternative routes and  localised hotspots like Batchelor Road should be identified for special attention.
	The need for an improved bus service was also identified.
	iii) Environment 
	A high proportion of the questionnaires liked the green open fields, wildlife and hedgerows.  They liked the rural atmosphere, millennium wood and peaceful surroundings.
	It was felt it was important to protect existing features, the visual appearance of the village, the walking areas within the village and any new developments should recreate the rural feel of the village.
	iv)  Facilities  
	There was a strong affirmation of a village life and the character of an "old fashioned" community. 
	What facilities we did have in Fleckney were fragile and needed protecting.
	The library was a success.

	There were no publicity issues.

	Richard Mason had talked to Leicestershire Constabulary and asked members to note the details of any HGVs going through the village from Churchill Way and give them to him so they could be forwarded on.
