PLANNING SUB-COMMITTEE
It was agreed that the membership of the Planning Sub-Committee should remain unchanged for the ensuing year.

MATTERS ARISING

(a) Play area – monthly inspections
Weekly Inspection Sheets were issued to the next Members on the rota.

(b) Outstanding Order for Play Bark
It was agreed that the play area was sufficiently dried out to enable the outstanding order for woodfibre to be delivered. Mr Allan’s proposal that the woodfibre should be delivered in dumpy bags to facilitate delivery should be accepted.

FINAL OUT-TURN 2017/18 AND AUDIT FOR THE YEAR ENDING 31 MARCH 2018
(1) Final Out-turn for 2017/18
A Statement showing the final out-turn in terms of Income and Expenditure set against the approved Budget was agreed.

(2) Annual Internal Audit Report 2017/18
The Clerk confirmed that the Parish Council’s Accounts had been audited by the Council’s Internal Auditor, Mr K Stewart and had completed and signed a Report to that effect. The Report was approved.

(3) Section 1 ‘Annual Governance Statement 2017/18’ of the Annual Governance and Accountability Return 2017/18 Part 2
The assertions set out in the above document were each considered in detail following which the Parish Council was able to respond to each of the assertions in the affirmative. The Statement was approved and duly signed by the Chairperson and the Clerk to that effect.

The Accounting Statements based on the Final Out-turn figures were approved by the Parish Council and duly signed by the Chairperson.
(5) Certificate of Exemption
It was agreed that the Parish Council should certify itself as exempt from a limited assurance review under Section 9 of the Local Audit (Smaller Authorities) Regulations 2015 and the Chairperson was authorised to sign the ‘Certificate of Exemption’.
(6) Appointment of Internal Auditor for 2018/19
It was agreed that MR K Stewart should be asked to act as the Parish Council’s Internal Auditor for 2018/19
PLANNING APPLICATIONS
(a) Application No: 17/1102 (Mr D Wigham)
Erection of 1no. Agricultural Workers Dwelling (Reserved Matters application pursuant to outline approval 17/0287) on land adjacent to Hether Mill, Kirklinton, Carlisle, Cumbria
The decision of the Planning Authority to grant permission was noted.
HALLBURN WIND FARM – COMMUNITY BENEFIT FUND
A number of applications from the Parish Council to the above fund were considered. These included (1) the purchase and storage facilities for grounds maintenance equipment for the play area, (2) the purchase and installation and new play equipment to replace the slide, (3) the provision of a hard surface path and (4) the provision of some goal posts. 
During the discussion it became clear that the play area, as a whole was in need of a major revamp in terms of both the surfacing and equipment. To this end it was agreed to defer consideration of the individual requests and that one or two of the major providers should be approached for advice and guidance.

The Clerk was asked to arrange for a representative to visit the site along with the Chairperson and other interested members of the Council to discuss the available options with a view to submitting a detailed application to the Community Benefit Fund for financial support.
