Minutes of the Ordinary Council Meeting of Lilleshall Parish Council 
held at 7.00pm, Monday 4th April 2016, at Lilleshall Memorial Hall.
PRESENT:  Councillors:  C Baker, D Shaw, B Taylor (Chairman) and J Taylor.

There were 9 members of the public present
1. Welcome 
Councillor B Taylor welcomed all present. 
2. Apologies
Proposed by Councillor Shaw, Seconded by Councillor C Baker.
RESOLVED that the Council accept the apologies for absence from Councillors A Baker, 
K Cherrington and P Millard.
3. Declaration of Interest
None.
4. Public Session
Local resident, Mrs Parker gave a brief overview of plans for the Queen’s 90th birthday and St. George’s Day celebration on Sunday 24th April. So far 45 people have replied and volunteers have come forward to prepare sandwiches and bake cakes.  Afternoon tea will be taken to residents who are disabled or infirm, Councillor C Baker to contact Vicar for names and addresses.  Prizes have been donated towards a raffle to be held on the day..

5. Dog Fouling Campaign
Tina Brassenell, Enforcement Officer from Telford & Wrekin Council gave an update on an initiative to address dog fouling.  Newport Town Council and Church Aston Parish Council have just completed an 8 week trial in which volunteers highlighted dog mess with yellow spray.  Results showed that the trial was too long and that the 3 most complained about areas were not the worst areas, this was mainly due to perception.  The Enforcement Team are now looking at rural districts to carry out a 4 week trial and will provide spray, poo bags and poop scoops to volunteers.  The initiative can only take place on council land, not private property and three hot spot areas will be highlighted for volunteers to target owners not cleaning up after their dogs.  Volunteers are asked to give out poo bags to offending owners and not to challenge them

Councillor B Taylor thanked Ms Brasswell for attending the meeting.

Councillor C Baker reported that 3 signs have been made for the tennis courts, due to problems with owners letting their dogs foul the courts.

6. Previous Minutes
