1. Present: Mike Brown (MB), Brian Burton (BB), Sue Cherry (SC), Michael Hopper (MH), Ronald Hogg (RH), David Gould (DG), Susan Gould (SG), June Maitland (JM).                   Apologies: Georgina Carrington (GC)
2. The Minutes of Meeting No.2 on 3rd September 2014 were approved with no amendments.
i) Matters arising.  Item 10 – We have no response from the PC as to existing Public Liability insurance cover for NPG members.  MH to chase.
3. There were no declarations of interest, based on the contents of the Agenda.
4. Additional Group Members – Paul Morgan to be contacted regarding his wish to be involved.  Brian Burton   was welcomed to the group.
5. Presentation of NDDC Local Plan Policy 20 (aimed at areas outside the main conurbations).  MH outlined the salient points.  
As we are now classed as “countryside”, we have no development envelope, and no housing level set.  All development has to be proved to be meeting a local need. It was pointed out, however, that the planning permission for the pub carpark cannot be retrospectively changed through the NP, although the NP could insist on any future dwellings being set at the back of the plot.
6. Timeline – Using the Process Diagram as a starting point, the following process was agreed (although it can be changed if need arises):
a. Step 1 – Book VH in January 2015 for exhibition and explanation of the reasons for a NP.  (on a Friday morning?)  Invite the NDDC NP co-ordinator, Nick Cardnell.
b. Step 2 – Put together a flyer for house to house delivery (A5) a week before meeting with date and purpose.
c. Step 3 – At the “pubic meeting”, engage participants, maybe by asking for identification of areas for amenities (like a doctors surgery), this is to encourage suggestions, and questions. Encourage discussion of problems in the wider sense, these can then be analysed to see if relevant to the NP
d. Step 4 – Using the feedback for the public meeting, put together a questionnaire.  Aim is to keep it short, maybe 2 pages.  Will use the Bourton Village questionnaire as a starting point.
e. Step 5 – Deliver and collect questionnaire from each householder (method to be agreed).  Once answers have been analysed and presented…
f. Step 6 – Present the findings to the village (probably by multiple means)
The aim is to complete the Neighbourhood Plan in 18 months.  Other task that must be completed is a SWOT type analysis.  Issues already identified are:
2nd Homes/Holiday Lets
Sewerage/Flooding
Stream/River width
Use of buildings
Density of new buildings
Garden development.



7. Updates on Tasks
a. To look at Grant Funding – so far unsuccessful, MH to contact Viridor as a possible source of funding.
b. To find a Treasurer – as yet we have no Treasurer, but we also have no money, so this is not a pressing issue.  There are concerns that the existing small amount allocated by the PC may not be carried over to the next financial year.  There will be no additional funding from PC in the budget at the moment.
8. Any Other Business:
a. Planning Seminar – notification received of Seminar on 24th November 14 at 5.15pm.  SG to put all the group’s names forward for attendance by 21 Nov 14.
b. Web site – the PC are looking at a stand-alone web-site, in which we will have a link.
c. Generic Email – it was agreed to have an “@milbornestandrew.org” email address, decided that prefix should be “NPG”.
d. A question sent to the NDDC regarding access to the Electoral Role has been refused.  We can access the public version, but it will not be full, as householders can opt out of inclusion.  It was suggested we contact the “Community Housing Trust” to gain information about the Housing Need Study of 2010.
