SHIREOAKS PARISH COUNCIL
Minutes of the Meeting of 12th January 2016 held at 7.15pm at Shireoaks Village Hall

5182. Present
Cllr P Blagg (chair)
Cllrs B Ayton, M Wild, G Robinson, I Jones, M Long, S Fielding and clerk S MacDonald

5183. Open Forum for discussion of any topic raised by residents
No public attended. However the meeting was joined by our PCSO Phil. He started by saying that there had been a spate of break-ins to vans on Shireoaks Row this past month. There have been men on bikes with black balaclavas spotted around the village, along with a Silver Corsa. He advised everyone to be on the lookout and to report anything they feel is suspicious. 999 is the number to call if criminals are still on the scene, but 101 is the number to call after discovery of anything stolen. 
He finished by saying that unfortunately he was being posted elsewhere in Nottingham. We would not therefore have a dedicated PCSO but would share one in the future. He thought the new PCSO would be called Janet Deeley.

5184. Apologies for absence
None were received.

5185. Declaration of Interest
Cllr Fielding declared an interest in any planning matters.
Cllr Ayton declared an interest in the Shireoaks Newsletter.

5186. To approve the minutes of the meeting held on 10th November 2015
The minutes were approved by Cllr Jones and seconded by Cllr Ayton as a true record of the last meeting and then signed by Cllr Blagg as chairman.

5187. Matters arising from the previous minutes
5170 Flood defence shed
An email has been received from Peter Stanley to say that this matter is to be discussed at the next PCC meeting.

5172 clearing of Dyke on Shireoaks Common
Notts County Council had returned and the Dyke had been redug deeper. It was mentioned however that the grass in front has been left a mess by the soil which was dug out left on top. Cllr Fielding said she would get an inspector to come out from Notts County Council. ACTION: Cllr Fielding
On the opposite side of the road, i.e. the old road, it was discussed that this was becoming a grot spot with litter being dumped. It was then suggested that this area be targeted by the Spring Clean-up. ACTION: Clerk




5181 Rubbish dumped on Spring Lane.
An email is to be sent to Litter busters to check if they used the name and address that was found on the rubbish and whether prosecution was going ahead. ACTION: Clerk

5181. Diversion signs in village.
An email is to be sent to Notts highways to ask why there are still several diversion signs around the village. Some are lying on the floor and a trip hazard especially in the dark. There are no roadworks still ongoing to the member’s knowledge at the moment. ACTION: Clerk

5181. Land near Sports & Social club.
It was resolved to ask Notts Council who owns a piece of land near the canal after the Sports & Social club. This is so that the members could ascertain who is responsible for clearing the piece up as it is very overgrown. Cllr Pressley volunteered to look into this if an email was sent with the location of this land. ACTION: Clerk/Cllr Pressley

5189. To receive reports/information from County & District Councillors
Cllr Pressley stated that the new local plan was in progress. The deadline for new proposed building sites was passed. Bassetlaw District Council wold now have to work through the plots.
He also said that parking at Cornwall Road, near the old people’s bungalows was being actioned. However it was proving more difficult than first thought. A1 housing and Notts County Council are involved.
He also stated that he had reported the concern around the 7.5 tonne and low bridge signs to highways.

Cllr Fielding advised that the new markings were causing concern with some residents in the Row. She has had some very unsavoury texts and messages about this, which she has passed on to Bassetlaw District Council. Traffic wardens are going patrol these markings in due course. She again stated that the works on the dyke at the top of Shireoaks Common was unsatisfactory.



5190. War Memorial Renovation Update
Cllr Blagg is to discuss this matter with Simon Britt. However Cllr Pressley stated that he had spoken to Simon who said that he was ready to pay out the grant of £500. Simon is to be contacted if this money does appear this month. ACTION: Cllr Blagg/Clerk


5191. Memorial Clock Update
Contact had been made with Time Assured. Unfortunately the part needed to complete the works was now in Cumbria and was affected by floods. Time Assured stated that they would contact the clerk as soon as anything was heard. ACTION: Clerk


5192. Station Car Park
Network rail had finally contacted the clerk to say it had been passed on for action. Another chase may be needed as they have taken 4 months now to reply. ACTION: Clerk



5193. Precept
It was time to ask Bassetlaw District Council for the precept money for next years’ budget. It was discussed that due to rising costs, projects in the pipeline and a reduction of the grant by Bassetlaw it would mean that the precept needs to be raised this year. It was not raised at all last year. There was some opposition to raising the precept. It was proposed by Cllr Blagg to raise the precept asking for £15,636 less grant of £1,301 = £14,355. This would the impact on each Parish council taxpayer would be an increase of 13%. This was seconded by Cllr Wild and after voting it was resolved to put this request through to Bassetlaw District Council. Cllr Jones abstained from the vote. ACTION: Clerk

5194. Future Projects
a) Fencing at village sign
The posts are now to be sourced from Worksop Timber, who will dip and cut them and deliver to Blagg’s Haulage. Reflectors are to be sourced online for them too. These will be done by SWHL next month. ACTION: Cllr Blagg/Clerk

b) Village Garden
This is awaiting funding. ACTION: Clerk


c) Benches around the village
This is awaiting funding. ACTION: Clerk

d) New gateway sign
This is awaiting funding. ACTION: Clerk


e) Emergency plan
The plan was given to each councillor to read through and discuss at the next meeting.

f) Lighting of beacon
Cllr Fielding has been asked if the members would allow the beacon to be lit on 2 occasions.
i) Queen’s 90th birthday – 21.4.16
ii) Scouts 100 years – 16.12.16
It was agreed that this would be OK. This will be lit by Cllr Blagg and Cllr Fielding who will do a trial run each time first to ensure all goes smoothly on the event date. ACTION: Cllr Blagg/ Cllr Fielding

g) Defibrillator
It was discussed that we have no idea of the cost of these. Therefore prices are to be asked for and then see if any funding can be gained for this project next year. ACTION: Clerk

h) Fireworks 2016
The committee from 2015 will meet around Feb 2016 to start looking at producing next year’s event. Councillor Blagg had been to Rhodesia Parish council meeting in January to let them know about the outcome of the fireworks 2015. Rhodesia were happy to go ahead with another firework display in 2016. An email needs to be sent to Margaret Leadbetter, the chair of Rhodesia Parish Council, with the 2016 date which is 28th October 2016.ACTION: Clerk


5195. Council Diary
There were no actions from the council diary this month.


5196. New Clerk.
The clerk announced that unfortunately she would have to leave her post due to personal reasons. Although she needed to go, she would stay until a new clerk was in post and then help them ongoing. It was resolved to get all the information needed for next month’s meeting for approval. The post will have to be advertised with NALC and in the Worksop Guardian. ACTION: Clerk
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5197. Finance
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5198. Correspondence
Another letter had been received from the editor of the newsletter stating that they were unable to produce the newsletter until they could find someone with the software skills they needed.  Posters have been put up around the village to this end but it is proving hard to find anyone. ACTION: Clerk
5199. Members reports and exchange of information on matters of concern
There was concern about some branches that had been left after works on Shireoaks Common at the gateway to the field. ACTION: Clerk
A discussion was had about speeding vehicles into, and out of, the village. Perhaps a calming traffic scheme is needed. It was raised that this can only get worse when the new houses are built on Shireoaks Common. Perhaps District Councillors can put some pressure on Notts highways. 
It was noted that the members had not received a report after the Best Kept Village competition last year as they usually do. ACTION: Clerk
There was concern about dog fouling on Moses way, and someone had placed a composting bin on the meadow near the substation. Cllr Fielding is corresponding with Bovis about these issues. ACTION: Cllr Fielding
Another concern was a dog barking on Shireoaks Row constantly. The environmental health are to be alerted. ACTION: Clerk.
