17.55. Welcome and public session. 
The Chairman welcomed the representatives from RAF Shawbury and the Sansaw Estate to the Parish Council meeting. Group Captain Chuck Norris thanked the Parish Council for the opportunity to address the Parish Council and the general support the RAF received from local communities who surround the base.  Group Captain Norris talked members through some of the changes at RAF Shawbury, the hundred year celebrations of the founding of the RAF and underlined the amount of investment to the local economy the RAF brought to North Shropshire. Flight Sergeant Stuart Logan introduced himself to members as the new RAF liaison officer for the Parish Council taking over from Corporal Neil Conaghan who was moving to another base. The Chairman thanked the party from RAF Shawbury for attending and looked forward to continued good relationships with the base.

James Thompson introduced himself to the Parish Council and thanked members for the opportunity to attend Parish Council meetings to discuss and resolve issues of common interest and concern. All parties indicated that an increased engagement with landowners was a progress step forward looking at the up keep of the village with a particular focus on walls, hedges and verges. James Thompson went on to explain about the estate master plan and how there maybe some joint goals in terms of the Parish Councils Parish/Community Plan refresh activity. It was agreed that the best forum for this latter type of engagement would be through the planning committee to have further conversations to see what could be done. The Chairman thanked James Thompson for attending and looked forward to the forging of a positive partnership with Sansaw over the ensuing months.
The Chairman then moved to the next item of business as no Parishioners were present.
17.56. Police update.

PC David Carpenter had emailed the Parish Council to establish a working partnership; unfortunately he was unable to attend because of a prior commitment and had tendered his apologies but would attend future meetings.

17.57. To receive apologies for absence and the necessary approval:

 Cllr. Mr Kevin Brazier (work commitments), Cllr Mrs Jane Harris (no reason given)

and Cllr Mrs Stephanie Henney (family commitments). The apologies were not accepted by the Parish Council and the Clerk was instructed to contact all members of the Parish Council to remind them of their obligations as locally elected representatives with a particular focus on the rules for Councillors as defined on page nineteen of ‘the Good Councillors guide 2017’. 
17.58. To receive Declarations of Interest from Members of the Parish Council

No Declarations received.
17.59. To approve the minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held the 03/07/17
Councillor Wycherley proposed and Councillor Jones seconded and the Parish Council agreed the minutes unanimously. The Chairman then duly signed the minutes in the presence of Councillors. 
17.60. Matters arising from minutes not on the agenda:
1. Attendance by representatives from Sansaw and Corbett Estates:

Both Estates had been contacted after the last Parish Council meeting and would be copied in as standing invitations in future. Tim Perkins from Balfours representing the Corbett Estate was on holiday and sent his apologies but would attend the next meeting.  
2. Notice Board:
Some members had visited the site where the notice board had been taken down by a local Parishioner because of levels and referred to at minute 17.52. Members agreed with a proposal moved by Cllr T Wycherley and seconded by Cllr M Roocroft that a budget of up to £75 be allocated for Men’s Sheds to re-erect the notice, the proposition was agreed unanimously.
17.61. Community Plan update:
The Parish Council is close to the end of a two year intensive process in terms of its community planning activity; and consultations are continuing with Shropshire Council relating to the final formatting of the Addendum to the Parish Plan. Feedback is awaited from Shropshire Council, and the next step will then be to amend and complete the document to be brought before the November 2017 Parish Council meeting. The Chairman Cllr A Burr placed on record the sincere thanks of the Parish Council for the sustained work undertaken by Cllr P Jones, Cllr M Roocroft and Cllr T Wycherley who have driven the activity and actions forward. Cllr A Burr highlighted particularly the leadership and hard work shown by Cllr P Jones during the whole of this process. 
17.62. Website update: 
Nothing to report at this meeting, other than the audit report would be posted on the site before the next meeting. Cllr P Jones indicated that Cllrs S Lewis, J Harris and S Henney still needed their pictures taken for the site, it was agreed to undertake this task at the next meeting. 
17.63. Grinshill Village Hall: 

Cllr Mrs J Harris the Parish Council representative on the Village Hall had tendered her apologies so no report was available. Members agreed that a written report should be provided in advance of the meeting by the member in future.
17.64. Highways, footpaths & bridleways:
· Members agreed that a formal written report should be circulated by Cllr’s A Burr and  K Brazier on highways, footpaths & bridleways for each meeting

· Additional investment in the A49: Shropshire Cllr Simon Jones agreed to follow up with Highways about any foreseeable additional investment.
· Memorial on the A49: Shropshire Cllr Simon Jones agreed to contact Highways as no response had been received from the family from the letter sent, the Clerk to then discuss the most appropriate approach in terms of the tributes on the side of the highway.

17.65. Financial and Audit Matters :
1. The additional cheque signature for Cllr P Jones had not been resolved and so was carried forward; the member would need to go to the Wem Branch with an existing signature, either Cllr A Burr or Cllr T Wycherley to resolve.
2. The audit had been completed the details of which will be published on the web site before the next meeting.

3. An updated Bank Reconciliation sheet and refreshed budget statement were presented to members and agreed. The details of which are held on file.

4. Members would consider an outcome in terms of the local donations provided for the campaign fund in terms of saving the Pub at the next meeting.

5. The Clerk had started a process of partnership meetings with the Cricket Club to develop the wifi project, an environmental volunteering programme and a defibrillator project within the village. The latter of which will need a programme budget in the region of one thousand five hundred pounds for initial capital costs.
6. A letter had been received for financial support for Shropshire Council’s Country Parks and Heritage Sites Management. The Parish Council had already precept £500 towards improvements to the car park at Corbet Wood. Members agreed to invite Mark Blount Country Parks & Heritage Manager to the next meeting to discuss the additional non statutory provision/services within Corbet Wood.
