1. Apologies
Apologies for absence were received from L Johnson (Clerk) and M South.
2. Declarations of Interest – Listed Agenda Items

3. Public Participation Time
No issues or concerns were raised.
4. Minutes of the Meeting held on 19 October 2015 
Resolved that the minutes of the above meeting be confirmed and signed by the Chairman as a correct record subject to the addition of the following paragraph under Minute 7 – National Trust Report;

"Members queried the statement from the National Trust that the property had proved difficult to rent as it was not currently nor had been on the market.  Therefore the Trust's position that the property was difficult to rent was unsupportable and that their position that it would have to be a holiday let was indicative of a policy decision that had already been made.  It was agreed that not only was the statement that the property had proved difficult to rent paradoxical but it was also disingenuous as no attempt had been made to rent it.  It was also observed that the rent that had been proposed for the property had been set so high that it would indeed make no reasonable financial sense would of course prove impossible to let.


The National Trust agreed to provide an explanation of the rental valuation and give the Parish Council three months to respond"
5. Reports from Sub-Committees and Working Groups

Playing Field Working Group – A project highlight report was circulated and discussed.  Members were informed that the pourable rubber had been delivered and the wording for the skate park sign had been finalised.
It was also noted that the swings would need to be replaced at a cost of £15,000 to £16,000.  £10,000 funding had been secured to date and this would leave a shortfall of £6,000.   
Resolved that 

The shortfall of £6,000 for the replacement of the swings be met from the council’s reserves and the recovery of VAT for this purchase be investigated.
6. National Trust Report

Miss Wright provided an update on the following matters;

Manor Farm Cottage – 
Deer Census – Members were updated on the results of the recent deer census.  Overall it appeared that the number of deer had not declined. Measures had been put in place to prevent a large increase in the deer population, however it was thought that these measures had not been effective to noticeably reduce the numbers.
The Chairman informed members that the census had taken place at 7.30am and the deer were more active in the evening. Therefore the numbers recorded were likely to be lower than expected and did not reflect a true record of the deer population.
