038/25 To receive and accept apologies.

Minutes of the last meeting on 21st July were accepted as an accurate record and signed by the Chair.

041/25	To co-opt a new councillor
ML was co-opted as a new Councillor and the relevant paperwork was completed. Cllr Larder was welcomed onto the council.

042/25 Time allocated for District County Councillor Roger Jackson
Cllr Jackson was not in attendance.

043/25 Village maintenance and Highways
NC reported that the footbridge discussed in the last meeting has been reported to Via and inspected.  Via think that the bridge is in acceptable condition and is safe to use but that the handrails need replacing.  They have put the work out to tender and are waiting for someone to accept the job.

046/25 Finances
a. Clerk pay for Aug & Sept APPOROVED. Expenses - £34.95 ink cartridges and £6.96 stamps APPROVED.  To approve clerk budget training £35 APPROVED.

The re-payment from Flood Resilience Grant for Pump £540.92 was noted. The VAT reclaim of £950.65 was noted.
b. Bank reconciliation: current balance at £14,154.92 was noted and signed by the Chair.

047/25 Website
The new domain name has not yet been assigned.  Once it is council-approved email addresses can be purchased.  The new IT policy is in progress and will be sent out when complete.

048/25 Speeding
Cllr Kerry has reported a speeding motorbike.  Cllr Larder has reported 2 further incidents, but police did not attend. 

049/25 Correspondence
Electronically sent out to Cllrs before the meeting.  ACTION: NC to order 5 X free 20kg bags of salt and purchase a blue bin.
ACTION: Cllr Newbury to ask Flood Warden how many aqua sacs we should order.  NC to wait until we know how many to order and enquire about the Flood Resilience Grant.

050/25	Trustee Responsibilities
Cllr Kerry asked who is responsible for the fencing around Rae’s meadow and its upkeep.  Cllr Freeman said that the owner of the Byars owns the border between Rae’s Meadow and the back of the village hall.  ACTION: Cllr Freeman to ask the VHC to get a quote for repair and let the PC know.  
Cllr Newbury felt that biannual meetings regarding trusteeship of the Village Hall would be acceptable to get an overview of the accounts and the actions of the Village Hall.  The annual report is due to be submitted to the charity commission soon.  Next year the plan would be to meet with the VHC earlier in the year to get an overview before the report is due again.  

051/25 Noticeboards
Cllr Kerry suggested that a magnetic-backed board of around 600 x 800 would be good to replace the wooden board opposite the Old Vol.  He knows someone who could fit it.  ACTION: NC to send around options to Cllrs for approval.
