	MATTERS ARISING

MOUNTBATTEN PARK (Minute 15-16/0329)

See item 15-16/0380 below.
NEIGHBOURHOOD PLAN (Minute 15-16/0330)
Two public meetings had been held with only approximately 4 people attending.

Another meeting was planned for 13th April in the Village Hall and would be widely

advertised via social media and notices would be sent to all the clubs currently advertising 
in the Beadle.  A questionnaire had been devised and would be used at the public meeting.

Minutes taken at the meetings would be distributed to attendees of the pre-school, Scouts,

Guides etc.
PARISH COUNCIL WEBSITE (Minute 15-16/0331)
The Clerk would be attending the Website Builder Workshop run by Hugo Fox at HALC’s

Offices on 22nd March.

TREEWORKS (Minute 15-16/0332)
Two of the three trees along Willis Avenue with branches overhanging the pavement
had been pruned.  However there was still one outside the library which needed attention.

The Clerk to continue to chase HCC.

Bushes belonging to Aster Communities which were overhanging the pavement at the

corner of Brownhill Road and Rownhams Road had been cut back.

RESOLVED:  that the Clerk would continue to chase HCC to cut back the tree outside

the library.
CYCLEPATH AT SANDY LANE JUNCTION WITH CASTLE LANE

(Minute 15-16/0333)

Ray Alborough had reported back a response from HCC regarding changes to the

cycleway.  The lines had been provided as part of a minor maintenance scheme.  The
cycleway changed in type at the junction of Sandy Lane from a shared use to a 

segregated use.  Therefore in HCC’s opinion there was no requirement to amend

the markings as provided.

Cllr Knight had replied to Ray Alborough with quotes informing that the markings

that had been implemented across Sandy Lane were in conflict with these 

regulations.  An explanation was requested on how this would be corrected to ensure

against a serious accident occurring.

	HIGHWAYS SIGNS (Minute 15-16/0334)
The finger post had still not yet been received.
The “North Baddesley” sign at the Valley Park entrance to the village had not yet

been repaired.  The Clerk to chase. 
RESOLVED:  that the Clerk would chase HCC to repair the “North Baddesley” sign.
PAVILION PLANS (Minute 15-16/0335)
There were discussions concerning noise testing of the skatepark and Cllr Knight

had obtained 3 quotations, the cheapest of which was approximately £1,000 and

accreditation of the companies used had to be verified by TVBC.   Cllr Knight was
of the opinion that it would not be necessary to get this work done.  However in the

event that it was unavoidable, it was unanimously agreed to fund a noise test.

RESOLVED:  that, should it be unavoidable, a noise test to the value of £1000 would

be funded by the Parish Council.

LEASE FOR SCOUT HUT (Minute 15-16/0336)
Communication from the Scout Association was still awaited.

PENSIONS AUTO ENROLMENT (Minute 15-16/0337)
The Clerk had attended a Pensions Summit at the Guildhall in Andover where

specialist government advisers were on hand to give advice on specific queries.

The Clerk had also researched the subject on the Government’s Pension Regulator

website.  There was now no need to employ the services of a financial adviser as

the Clerk could complete the necessary duties.
RESOLVED:  that the Clerk would complete the necessary duties with regard to

pension auto enrolment.  

HOE LANE DEVELOPMENT (Minute 15-16/0340)
Cllr Cosier suggested that air pollution tests needed to be carried out in three areas

along Rownhams Road.  It was agreed that the Clerk would contact TVBC to arrange.

Cllr Tupper also confirmed that a resident of Fleming Avenue had checked all

vehicle movements and had notified TVBC that there was a great deal of traffic

movement and because of pollution levels coming from diesel engines, air pollution

should be tested to see if it complies with EU regulations. 

It was confirmed that Cllr Madden also had a report detailing that traffic at the

Botley Road traffic lights was already at 200% saturation point.

	There were also concerns regarding parking at the school if places for an extra 

200 children were to be provided.  
Cllr Warnes agreed that if pollution levels were high at the Chemist in Rownhams Road

opposite Fleming Avenue where the children cross the road for school, this would be a

Health and Safety issue.

Cllr Warnes felt that, should the development go ahead,  the Parish Council needed to work 

with the developers and get a list of things they would like to see achieved.  
Cllr Darnton proposed that the Parish Council accept Cllr Warnes’ explanation and work 

with the developers on the Hoe Lane development to ascertain what they wanted as far as 

possible.

Cllr Warnes said that although the Parish Council doesn’t want the development, members

need to work with the developers to get what they want if the development goes ahead

and they needed to prioritise a plan as to what members wanted from the development.

This was seconded by Cllr Mrs Tupper.

Cllr Madden proposed an amendment that the Parish Council remain utterly opposed to the 

development  but, should the development go ahead, the Parish Council would work with the

developers to get the best for North Baddesley as per Cllr Warne’s argument.

Cllr Darnton then proposed that, although the Parish Council is opposed to the development, 
members needed a priority plan as advised by Cllr Warnes.  This was seconded by Cllr

Cosier.

All voted unanimously in favour of the proposal.

LIBRARY 
Cllr Hill reported that a £1000 donation had been received.  £25 was regularly

collected from the knit and natter group.  There were problems with the heating again

and a quotation in the sum of £700 had been obtained for repairs.  TVBC had been approached 
for help with funding but to no avail.  A grant application for £2000 had been registered with 

EON but the outcome was still awaited.  Cllr Knight proposed the Parish Council donate

£700 to repair the radiators and this was unanimously agreed.  Cllr Hill agreed to obtain

two more quotes.

RESOLVED:  that Cllr Hill would obtain two more quotations to repair the radiators

at the library and the Parish Council would donate £700 towards the cost.

second barbecue at the pavilion.  A vote was taken and 6 were in favour of buying two 
barbecues with one abstention.  It was then unanimously agreed to accept the first quotation 
of £1946.50 for two barbecues.  Cllr Knight agreed to progress the matter and hoped that the 
barbecue would be in place by Village Day.

PUBLIC WORKS LOAN
There were discussions around paying off the Public Works Loan.  The

Clerk undertook to email everyone with the details of the amount

outstanding.  It was unanimously agreed that should the amount outstanding

be less than £5000 it would be paid off.
RESOLVED:  that the Clerk would email all members with the amount outstanding and

should that amount be less than £5000 it would be settled.
BEADLE PUBLISHING DATES

Cllr Madden proposed changing the Beadle publishing dates to fall in line with

certain major village events so that they could be advertised well in advance.
Current publishing dates were:  March, June, September and December

Proposed new dates were:  April, July, October and January.

It was agreed that the Clerk would liaise with the Editor of the Beadle on how this could be

achieved.

It was also agreed that rates for businesses outside the village would be increased.

For current advertisers this would take effect from March 2017 and for new advertisers

with immediate effect. 
RESOLVED:  that the Clerk would liaise with the Editor of the Beadle over changing the 

publishing dates and increasing charges as outlined.
